Rising dominance
of the tactical defense

It has become widely accepted that the
convergence of technological advances is leading to
a Revolution in Military Affairs. One of the unanswered
questions concerning this shift is whether it will lead
to continued dominance by the offense or a period
of defensive dominance. As usual, the truth lies
somewhere between the two extremes. This paper will
explore both the continuities and discontinuities taking
place at the tactical and operational levels of war in
Ukraine.

Itis essential to understand the difference between
dominance and a temporary advantage. Dominance
provides a major advantage that can be pursued
throughout the conflict. Defense dominance means an
attacker cannot seize enemy territory or must pay an
exorbitant price to do so.

This article is focused on the tactical level of
conventional conflicts between states employing
modern systems. The tactical level represents the
actual execution of military operations — whether that is
in direct contact or employing long-range fires such as
misnamed “strategic bombing.” The operational level of
war ties those tactical actions into a coherent campaign
to achieve the strategic goals of the combatants. Even
in periods of defense dominance at the tactical level,
planners should strive to be on the offensive at the
operational and strategic levels.

The  ongoing Ukrainian-Russian  conflict
demonstrates the impact some new technologies and
concepts are having in state versus state warfare.
However, it is important to understand that the majority
Russian and Ukrainian fielded forces are armed,
trained, and equipped with 20th Century technology.
Thus, it is not surprising that some elements of this
conflict resemble the large conventional conflicts
of the 20th Century. Also of critical importance are
the extreme frontages assigned to combat units. A
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Ukrainian infantry company is assigned a frontage
of three kilometers or about three times the doctrinal
frontage for a U.S. company. This creates significant
gaps in defensive positions.

In short, applying the lessons of Ukraine to combat
across the board is not appropriate. However, the small
percentage of each force that is employing 21st Century
technology in the form of long-range precision fires,
drones, electronic warfare, and digital command and
control systems provides some interesting indicators of
where warfare is headed.

To examine emerging technologies’ impact on
conventional conflicts, this chapter will briefly examine
the historical shifts between offense and defense
dominance at the tactical level. It will then consider
how the offense-defense balance is shifting in each
of six warfighting (land, sea, air, space, cyber, and
electromagnetic) domains. Next, it examines how
interactions between the domains can further reinforce
the defense and finally what the shift to defense
dominance means for small states.

The Shifting Balance in History

Despite Westerners’ love for technology, it alone
cannot drive major shifts. In fact, the historical shifts
between offense and defense dominance is driven
by a combination of political, social, economic, and
technical changes.

The Western Front in the First World War is a
prime example of defense dominance. The tactical
situation was driven by the deadly effectiveness of rifled
muskets and cannon against troops in the open. But to
field these weapons in adequate numbers, each nation
had to develop mass production, field fortifications,
mobilization of mass manpower, economies that could
pay for them, and governments that could marshal
those resources. The combination of these factors
led to defense dominating the tactical battlefield from
the late U.S. Civil War until near the end of the First
World War. Governments could field and arm forces
that combined tactics and technology which meant any
attacking unit could be quickly observed and taken
under effective fire. Offense could remain dominant
only in those theaters such as Russia and the Middle
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East where sufficient space existed to allow forces to
move outside the range of fixed enemy positions.

It was not until the combatants applied new
concepts and tactics to technology emerging from
the Second Industrial Revolution —first lightweight
machine guns and mortars, then armor and aircraft—
that movement was restored to the Western Front
battlefields. Once again, political, social, and economic
systems had to evolve in parallel to produce the
factories, the skilled engineers and operators, the
financial backbone, and the will to conduct global
mechanized warfare. Since then, the offense has
generally dominated tactically in conventional conflicts.

Today, three developments are setting conditions
forrenewed defense dominance: pervasive surveillance,
mass with precision, and the command-and-control
systems to exploit them. While these advantages are
available today, the rate at which each nation adopts
them will be driven by their unique political, economic,
and social structures.

Pervasive surveillance is a direct result of the
massive expansion of commercial space assets,
drones, and sensors. Today, more than a dozen
companies are competing to provide ever faster,
more precise space-based, multi-spectral products to
commercial customers. Planet Lab can provide images
of a specific location up to 10 times per day.

To see through darkness, cloud cover, and light
foliage, San Francisco-based Capella Space offers
on-demand, interpreted 50-centimeter resolution
Synthetic Aperture Radar (SAR) imagery with a revisit
rate of five times a day.' By mid-2023, a Hawkeye
360 satellite formation will be able to locate a specific
radio frequency signature within 3 kilometers every 20
minutes. 2

These are just a few of the dozens of commercial
firms focused on space surveillance. In May 2023, the
Union of Concerned Scientists reported 7,560 active
satellites in orbit.® While communication satellites
are the fastest growing segment, earth observation
satellites on orbit increased by almost 14 per cent in
2021.* This growth is market driven with 2,600 earth
observations satellites projected by 2030 that will be a
market worth over US$76 billion.®

In effect, the planet is being imaged by space-
based visual, infrared, radar, and electromagnetic
sensors virtually continuously. As noted, the companies
target the commercial market, so they emphasize
customer-oriented, automated processes from request
to delivery of an interpreted product. While they can
provide raw imagery or data, the companies have
also developed change detection software to facilitate
providing finished intelligence products. By 2030, “it will
be possible to request an image, communicate with the
satellite and receive the product in minutes.”®

In addition to what is rapidly becoming pervasive
space surveillance, both commercial firms and
governments are developing families of ever more
capable surveillance drones. These drones range
from small, hand-launched platforms to aircraft with
wingspans over 100 feet. Like their satellite competitors,
these companies have also developed multi-spectral,
SAR, and electromagnetic spectrum (EMS) sensors for
every size of drone.

At the small end, hundreds of videos from Ukraine
show commercial quad and octo-copters dropping
modified anti-armor weapons and grenades on Russian
forces.” Ukraine has as many as “500 drones in the air
for a relatively standard military operation.” But their
most important function has been to provide critical
intelligence for tactical units in contact.

For higher level commanders, there is a growing
family of both commercial and military drones that have

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exceptional to nearly unbelievable endurance. The
U.S. Navy and Marine Corps are fielding the V-BAT
128 surveillance drone a Vertical Takeoff and Landing
(VTOL) capable drone with an endurance of up to 11
hours.® For long-endurance missions, the Aurora Orion
UAV can stay aloft for 120 hours."°

While the drones noted above are for military use,
the commercial drone sector is making rapid progress
on its own. The requirements for drone delivery
are essentially the same as for military platforms —
VTOL, GPS-independent (to fly in urban canyons),
electronically hardened (to fly near airfields and radio
towers), reliable, and inexpensive with every increasing
endurance and payloads. Commercial surveillance
drones also make use of multi-spectral imagery (crop
surveillance, pipeline leakage), high resolution imagery
(wind generator inspection), and even SAR. Thus,
the payloads for the very wide variety of commercial
surveillance missions mean that an increasing family
of long-endurance, commercial surveillance drones
can provide affordable intelligence-surveillance-
reconnaissance (ISR) assets for even small states.

Recent conflicts have demonstrated the power
of autonomous and semi-autonomous attack drones
and missiles. The expensive 1980s technologies that
enabled precision weapons are now cheap and widely
available. Advanced manufacturing can mass produce
them. In short, mass is returning to the battlespace
but this time with precision. Several of these systems
are being built into standard shipping containers that
can be easily transported and blend into commercial
traffic globally. Many of them have much greater
operational range than current fighter/bomber aircraft
and they require no airfields. And the sheer number
of commercial containers makes pre-emptive strikes
virtually impossible.

The Ukraine-Russia conflict is demonstrating the
value of drones — as well as the need for very large
numbers. Both sides will produce millions of drones this
year. However, only Ukraine has developed a digital

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command and control system that allows it to integrate
intelligence provided by satellites, drones, military, and
civilian systems to provide a real time picture of the
battlespace to its commanders. The commanders use
this system to target Russian forces. General Mark
Milley, Chairman U.S. Joint Chiefs of Staff has stated
“We are witnessing the ways wars will be fought, and
won, for years to come.”""

Systems like this will enable commanders to
coordinate attacks across all domains to include
long-range precision attacks and swarms of autonomous
hunters that will seek out their prey informed by many
sources and sensors.

These co-evolving concepts, tactics, commercial
and military technologies are creating a battlespace
in which movement becomes extremely dangerous.
If a unit moves, it will create a signature and can be
attacked at much greater ranges than in the past. At the
same time, cyber, space, and electromagnetic domains
will provide both reinforcement for and increasingly
powerful alternatives to kinetic attacks.

Whether this convergence leads to offense or
defense dominance is a complex question. In fact, the
sheer complexity of interaction among the six domains
— land, sea, air, space, cyber, and electromagnetic
— requires we consider the impact on each domain
before we try to understand the overall impact on the
character of war.

Land Domain

Since the last year of World War |, the offense
has dominated conventional ground combat. (Irregular
warfare has followed its own pattern.) However,
emerging technologies are driving conventional land
warfare back to defensive dominance.

Since new systems allow units to remain passive
and yet see the battlefield clearly, the defense will have
a distinct advantage. Ground based electro-optical,
acoustic, and electronic warfare sensors can provide a

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great deal of information that, combined with external
sensors such as satellites and drones, allow defenders
to visualize the battlefield without revealing their own
positions.

Like no man’s land in the First World War, the
battlespace will be under constant surveillance.
Anything revealing itself will be subject to immediate,
potentially massed, precision fires. By blending in or
remaining stationary, defenders can observe passively
and choose when to attack. Then do so with swarms of
autonomous missiles and drones from containerized,
mobile systems that are nearly invulnerable to pre-
emptive attack. In brief, defenders can see first, then
shoot first, often and accurately. In this modern hider-
finder competition, finders will have the huge advantage
of global surveillance in all weather conditions.

The defenders will enjoy the further advantage of
fighting from very widely dispersed, prepared positions.
While most current systems must be manned to
operate, autonomous and remote-control systems
are being developed worldwide. As these systems
mature, defenders can be located at a distance from
their weapons and thus not be at risk even after firing.
It is not unreasonable to expect a defender to be able
to launch hundreds or even thousands of loitering
munitions against each brigade-size attack.

In contrast, attackers will have to move if they
intend to execute anything but strike missions against
the defender. The very act of moving into assembly
positions will create a signature. Attackers will retain
the traditional advantage of selecting the time and
place of attack, but as the Russians have learned,
the ability to move to assembly areas without being
observed will disappear. Further, the advantage of
physically massing either offensive forces is declining
as weapons ranges increase dramatically. Defensive
mass can be achieved by massing long range fires
rather than massing forces.

Sea Domain

Land based anti-ship systems can attack naval
surface targets. In addition, land- and air-launched
ballistic and cruise missile systems, drones, and attack
aircraft cued by ubiquitous surveillance systems have

the enormous advantage of hiding in the cluttered land
environment. In contrast, their surface ship targets must
operate in much more open environments. Land-based
systems also have the advantage of both range and
magazine depth. They can be integrated with mines,
surface, and subsurface naval drones. Despite owning
very limited number of cruise missiles and small,
surface drones, Ukraine’s successful attacks have
forced the Russian surface fleet to remain well away
from Ukraine.

Geography as well as oceanography can
enhance the power of land-based systems. Maritime
choke points have been major factors in conflicts
between major powers since the Peloponnesian War.
Even today, control of straits like Hormuz or Malacca
can allow a power to determine what resources flow
to an opponent. In these confined waters, land-based
defenses gain an even greater advantage by employing
many less expensive, shorter range anti-ship systems
and smart sea mines (essentially tethered torpedoes).

However, as fights move further from shore, the
number of land-based systems that can range the fight
decreases. At some point, the tactical advantage at
sea will shift back to the offense.

The subsurface fight will favor the offense in the
deep ocean but the defense in the vicinity of choke
points. Emerging technologies are making shallow
water more transparent than ever. Fixed sensor
arrays can cover key passages between open seas.
Rapid advances in autonomous submarine drones will
thicken the sensor nets in restricted waters as well as
enable swarms of weapons to be launched against
infiltrating submarines. In short, emerging technologies
are making waters more transparent, more congested,
and more contested.

Mining of enemy ports may well be the most
effective and viable offensive naval action simply
because autonomous drones with small signatures
will be able to penetrate enemy defenses to lay mines.
Smart mines can be programmed to attack specific
classes of ships thus giving the miner an ability to
select targets for best effect without having to maintain
forces in the vicinity of the port.
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Air Domain

A very interesting aspect of the Ukraine Russian
War has been the inability of Russia to establish air
superiority over the battlespace. It has been unable
to neutralize Ukraine’s mobile air defense systems.
Senior U.S. Air Force planners have admitted they
will not be able to establish air superiority but can only
strive for temporary superiority in a defined area.?

Compounding the problem of achieving air
superiority, the current generation of manned aircraft
all need easily identified and targetable major operating
facilities. RUSI analysts concluded that

Western fighter [aircraft] ... need to be capable
of dispersed operations using mobile maintenance
equipment and small support teams, and flying from
relatively rough runways, to avoid being neutalised by
Russian long-range missile strikes.

Nor will the threat be limited to in-theater airbases.
The advent of containerized, long range cruise missiles
and drones deployed on a wide variety of shipping
means that bases almost anywhere in the world can be
struck. Thus, a key question is whether joint forces can
defend their base facilities against swarms of missiles
and drones.

To affordably defend its forces, planners are
betting heavily on directed energy — lasers and
microwave (EMP) — weapons to defeat swarm attacks.
These systems still face numerous challenges, but
they have promise. Israel is actively developing a laser
system that will initially augment its Iron Dome and
later replace it as Israel’s defense against Palestinian
indirect fire attacks.™

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If emerging laser and microwave systems prove
effective, they will further empower the defense. If
they protect air bases from drones and missiles,
they can certainly engage manned aircraft attacking
friendly forces. When they are deployed, directed
energy weapons will provide significant advantage to
the defense for two reasons. First, they require large
power systems to operate. Attackers must bring those
power systems with them and thus the power available
is limited by the ability to lift it by air, sea, or road. In
contrast, the defenders can either tap directly into the
national power grid for virtually unlimited power or use
as many generators as they feel they need. Second, the
defender has the enormous advantage of blending into
the cluttered ground environment. The actual systems
are relatively small and can thus be camouflaged as
air conditioning units on top of buildings or inside small
buildings in the countryside. Again, the attacker must
move towards the defended area and thus will generate
signals while the defenders need not generate a signal
until they choose to engage. As directed energy
weapons become operational, they will increase the
advantage the defense holds over the offense in the
air domain.

Both emerging technology and current events
indicate that airspace denial, rather than airspace
superiority, is becoming the norm.

Space Domain

Conventional wisdom has stated for years that war
in space will be offense dominated. An attacker could
quickly destroy an enemy’s key satellites, and it would
take months if not years to replace these large, very
expensive assets. However, rapid developments in
space launch and satellite miniaturization are changing
that situation. The exponential increase in the number
of satellites on orbit, the disaggregation of functions
into many platforms, and the increasing ability to rapidly
replace satellites in orbit mean that defense may now
have the advantage. Disaggregating functions such as
gathering intelligence and providing communications
links means that the attacker must engage many more
targets to degrade space systems.
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Cyber Domain

We have very well-informed experts with
contradictory views on the value of cyber as an
offensive weapon.','® This is consistent with the
historical pattern of new technologies. So how should
we evaluate cyber as a weapon?

In Ukraine, cyber attacks have disrupted the
targeted systems for a period ranging from hours to
weeks. In practice, Russia’s cyber disruption attacks,
such as the ViaSat attack, had limited success.
Most observers believe Russia cyber operations
underperformed expectations.'”

Destructive attacks have also had limited
success. The most famous being the Stuxnet attack on
the Iranian centrifuges attributed to the United States
and lIsrael. This attack reportedly damaged about 20
per cent of the centrifuges, yet the International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEE) reported that Iranian production
increased during the period — perhaps in response to
the attack. '® Cyber operations are inherently difficult to
coordinate with real time attacks — and to date have not
reliably produced the desired effects.

In sum, the cyber domain will be continually
contested. The fact the internet was initially designed
to work even when under major attack will mitigate
the impact of kinetic attacks, but they will still cause
significant disruptions. Fortunately, the internet is a
complex adaptive system and thus will show remarkable
resilience when under attack. Electromagnetic Pulse
(EMP) attacks will be dealt with in the section on
electro-magnetic domain.

Electromagnetic (EM) Domain

Given the increasing value of robust
communications networks, highlighted by Ukraine’s
successful use of their domestically developed Delta
system, the ability to use the electromagnetic spectrum
ordeny your opponents its use will be critical to success.
One of the most effective counters to the unmanned
aerial system/precision fires team in Ukraine has been
electronic warfare. By breaking the link between the
Unmanned Aircraft System (UAS) and the fire direction
centers, EW requires the UAS to return to base to
download targeting information and, of course, they
cannot adjust fire. However, this has led both sides
to build increasingly autonomous drone that do not
require any external signal to execute operations.

Once again, land-based defenders may well have
an advantage in the electronic warfare domain. They
can use fiber optic communications systems to avoid
the electro-magnetic domain. In addition, they have
access to the national power grid to provide effectively
unlimited power for jammers.

Potential game changers in the electromagnetic
spectrum are EMP weapons. They represent a major
threat from the tactical to the strategic level. At the
tactical level, the United States has demonstrated
a drone that can create an EMP directed at specific
targets. Since it is delivered by a drone, this type of
attack is really a cross domain attack but, like kinetic
attacks, must be considered as part of any EM domain
offense-defense balance.

A defending unit can do more to harden its
electronics against this kind of attack than an
attacker can. Defenders can disconnect a percentage
of its systems to protect them. However, EMP
(electromagnetic pulse) weapons can overturn the
defender’s advantage if the defender has not exploited
the inherent advantages of the defense. We know
these attacks can cause major damage to unprotected
electronics and even the most basic systems today
have embedded electronics. The attacker has one
major advantage, it can employ its EMP weapon before
any of its own systems are within range of the pulse.
Yet, if they cannot prevent a response in kind, the
attacker loses the advantage when a retaliatory strike
hits its forces.
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For both offense and defense, building resilient,
redundant systems can reduce the damage done by
tactical EMP weapons but will be costly and require
massive retrofits for existing weapons. And of course,
the miniaturization necessary for air and naval systems
will make them significantly more expensive.

Interaction between domains

It is important to note that temporary advantage
in one domain may also allow a much more powerful
attack from another domain. An obvious example is a
temporary advantage in the electromagnetic domain
that neutralizes air defense thus allowing a much more
destructive attack from the air into other domains.

Similarly, while degradation or destruction has
proved to be a difficult challenge within the cyber
domain, the use of precision weapons delivered
from air, sea, land, or space can have a devastating
effect on the cyber capabilities of an opponent. Even
unclassified sources provide maps of critical nodes and
links (downlinks, fiber optics, and terrestrial switches).

The increasing range and number of autonomous,
precision attack systems will steadily improve the
ability of the sea, air, and land domains to conduct
effective cross domain attacks. In particular, ground-
based forces have the advantages of operating in very
complex terrain (whether rural or urban) and access
to deep magazines and national power grids. The
increasing ranges of ground force weapons will allow
defenses to reach out much farther to target air, land,
and sea forces as well as critical infrastructure for
space and cyber forces.

All-domain offensive operations are incredibly
complex. Not least because each domain operates
on different execution timelines. Major land and naval
operations take weeks to years to execute. It can take
weeks to position the forces for air operations, but they
can be executed in hours with campaigns lasting days
to weeks. Cyber, space, and EW operations can also
require weeks to years to put forces in place but can
measure execution in microseconds to days. Thus,
coordinating the offensive operations of the separate
domains is particularly challenging — yet cross-domain
attacks may be the most effective. Space Development
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Agency Director Derek Tournear has stated that cyber
is a greater threat to satellites than missiles.”® Air
forces have stated for years that the most effective
way to defeat an air force is to destroy it bases and its
aircraft on the ground. Today ground based forces can
do so from beyond the range of most aircraft delivered
weapons. Naval forces have historically been able
to appear suddenly out of the vast expanses of the
oceans but increasingly are being closely tracked by
space assets.

In short, cross-domain attacks will become more
powerful but will be an order of magnitude more difficult
than coordinating an all-domain defense.

What does it mean for Small States?

The Ukrainian conflict is showing how even small
states can exploit the rising dominance of defense to
deter, and if necessary, deny enemy actions. While
the vast majority of forces engaged employ twentieth
century equipment and tactics, the Ukrainians have
demonstrated how even limited access to the twenty-
first century tools of pervasive surveillance, precision
fires, and an Al-assisted command and control system
allowed its forces to first stop and then repel the
Russians.

The combination of inexpensive short-range
drones, loitering munitions, cruise missiles, mines,
and IEDs which can easily contain 50,000 pounds of
explosives (20-foot container full of fertilizer) could
immediately create responsive, thick belts for a defense
in depth.

The West's support to Ukraine has severely
depleted it stocks of certain weapons and munitions.
Thus, it provides clear lessons on the massive
consumption that will characterize modern, nation-

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state warfare. Western economies have lost the ability
to produce the massive supply of current munitions
necessary for a great power conflict. Fortunately,
emerging technologies provide an opportunity to shift
from the previous generation of few but exquisite
weapons systems like the manned fighters and major
warships to the new generation of smart, small, and
much less expensive systems that take advantage of
the shift to defense.

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Trends and developments
in hybrid threats '

Hybrid threats affect ever more areas of society.
Hybrid actors exploit vulnerabilities of com-plex and
highly networked societies in orderto achieve political,
ideological or economic objectives. This study examines
new trends and developments in terms of hybrid threats
and discusses future implications for national and
international security.

Five generations of warfare

The first three generations of warfare were
conventionally conducted conflicts between states. First-
generation warfare (formation warfare) prevailed from
antiquity to the 19th century and was characterised by
line and column formations of uniformed heavy infantry.
Second-generation warfare (firepower warfare) was
dominated by greater accuracy and firepower of long-
range weapons, rail transport and motorisation as well as
increasing industrialisation of the war economy between
1850 and 1930. Increased firepower led to trench warfare
and so the third generation of warfare (manoeuvre
warfare) focused on combined arms operations based
on tactics of speed and surprise. The aim was to bypass
the enemy’s lines and collapse their forces from the rear.
The focus in the first three generations of warfare was on
the physical destruction of enemy armed forces. Fourth-
generation warfare (decentralised use of force) is aimed
at undermining the psychological ability of an adversary
to conduct warfare by using public pressure to force the
hands of political decision-makers. Insurgents primarily
use indirect warfare against the state to claimvictims,
especially in democratic states with a high level of
casualty aversion. The civilian population, public opinion

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and decision-makers thus become the primary strategic
focus. Fifth-generation warfare (non-kinetic military
action) is dominated primarily by social engineering, the
spreading of false information, cyber attacks, and the use
of artificial intelligence (Al) and autonomous systems.
Here, too, the aim is to influence the will of the public
and their decision-makers by using non-kinetic means
and technological innovations. All of these generations
of warfare are ideal-type forms of war which are not
mutually exclusive and may be applied simultaneously.
States today thus face both conventional and hybrid
threats which together constitute complex and dynamic
security challenges.? The non-traditional means used in
this context range from electoral influence and economic
weakening to the planned dissemination of propaganda,
cyber activities and espionage.

Cyber attacks that undermine
financial systems or government institutions and
disinformation campaigns that establish counter
narratives are on the rise. Many hybrid threats also
continue to entail the problem of attribution, which
means that the initiators and perpetrators cannot be
clearly identified, making it more difficult to hold them to
account. What is more, attacks by state and non-state
actors operating in a hybrid manner expand into other
areas of society. In order to illustrate the transition from
the fourth to the fifth and sixth generation, some current
trends and developments in terms of new hybrid threats
will be discussed in the following.

infrastructure,

Current trends in disinformation

The spread of disinformation in order to disrupt
social decision-making processes or to influence
elections is nothing new. However, as a result of recent
progress in the development of generative Al for texts
and images, the quantity and quality of disinformation
will improve. Chat bots on social media, for example,
used to be relatively easy to spot because of the poor
quality of their content and language and their repetitive
lines of argument. Al-generated images could usually be
identified even upon a cursory examination that involved
looking for additional body parts, especially fingers. Al-
generated videos and emulated voices of well-known
public figures also did not require any forensic means

to be identified as fake, for example, because of lipsync
errors and unnatural intonation. Since the release
of generative Al models in late 2022, however, it has
become possible to use only a few prompts to create
realistic images, texts and videos that are difficult or
impossible to identify as fake. Deepfakes generated by
speech synthesis software and other technology turn
the right to one’s own picture into a relic of the past, thus
influencing public debate and rendering data protection
standards meaningless. Discussions on political and
social issues between Al bots, together with elaborate
comments, will appear to the average user like debates
between experts and can thus influence public opinion.

Social media platforms as hybrid
means

Social media platforms have become established
as modern information and communication media
and have reduced the market share of existing media
formats. Disinformation accompanied their ascent
from the very beginning. Government regulation as
well as rules introduced by the operators themselves
— depending on the different national contexts — use
censorship, filters, community feedback, warnings and
blocking of accounts in an effort to try and curb the
spread of content that glorifies violence or is racist,
sexist or obvious misinformation. Users, in turn, use
less regulated messenger services such as Telegram
in order to bypass these measures. US platforms such
as Google (You-Tube), Meta (Facebook, Instagram,
WhatsApp) and Twitter primarily pursue economic
interests and collect user data for advertising purposes.

Newly established video services such as TikTok,
operated by the Chinese company ByteDance, represent
an evolution of hybrid threats in the information area.
They are no longer only battlefields of information — the
platforms themselves are the hybrid means of exerting
influence. The operator of TikTok has become the focus
of worldwide criticism over concerns in connection with
data protection and the protection of young persons
as well as espionage and censorship for the benefit of
the Chinese government. The company is not a mere
private-sector operator committed to the maximisation of
profit but a semi-governmental actor due to its proximity
to the Chinese government. The app collects more data
about users than similar applications. Officially, such

b

data is used to improve algorithms. However, cyber
experts have already proven in several cases that
TikTok uses so-called back doors. In addition, the app
conceals which data is collected and where it is sent.
Tik-Tok also has the capability to receive zipped files
and to carry out executables. Malware, for example,
could thus be transmitted undetected. When users
select the highest privacy settings, the app leads them
to believe that this configuration has been confirmed, yet
the app will continue to send data in the background.
The content on the app is mostly trivial, amusing and
created by users themselves. Based on individual
psychology, the algorithm, however, is optimised in such
a way that its selection of short videos can draw in users
for hours every day. Politically controversial issues
such as videos on demonstrations in Hong Kong are
purposely censored and replaced by trivial content. The
algorithm creates a psychological profile of each user
and slowly learns how to distract them or guide them
towards a specific way of thinking by presenting specific
content. Studies have proven that, especially among
young users who consume TikTok for three to five hours
a day, indifference to political, ethical and social issues,
low productivity and a positive attitude toward China are
increased. Thus, TikTok is a kind of Trojan horse that
not only acts as a data leech and creates psychological
profiles of all its users but is also used as a means of
influencing them. The aim of Tik-Tok seems to be to exert
subliminal influence on an entire generation through
trivialisation and distraction in order to manipulate future
social decision-making processes. In China, TikTok is
available under the name Douyin. Unlike in the rest of
the world, this version of the app is a platform focused
on education, technology and creative activities which
tries to inspire its users to be more productive, creative
and enterprising.

Churches and religious associations
exerting hybrid influence

Churches andreligious associations are increasingly
used by external state and non-state actors to exert
political influence. Domestically, the aim is primarily
to promote the political, ideological or social positions
of religious minorities, to influence voting behaviour
and to establish legal concepts based on religious
convictions. In most cases, the goal is to encourage
social disintegration, to establish an authoritarian world

view among followers and to spread religious ideas of
society modelled after other states. In Germany, radical
Christian, Islamic and cult-like communities have been
known to spread anticonstitutional religious views through
non-profit organisations for years. Vulnerable members
of society are identified and targeted for recruitment
in charity organisations and educational institutions.
Critics within their own ranks are excluded under threat
of violence while journalists who try to investigate risk
being assaulted. An ever-increasing number of religious
associations that use hybrid methods are directly or
indirectly financed, supported and controlled by foreign
state institutions. According to its statutes, the advisory
committee of DITIB, the Turkish-Islamic Union of the
Institute for Religion, for example, is obliged to appoint
the President of the Directorate of Religious Affairs of
the Republic of Turkey as its chairman. Since 2016,
organisations such as the Kuwait-based Society of the
Revival of Islamic Heritage ,the Sheikh Eid Charitable
Association from Qatar and the Metis Study | No. Fifl
Trends and developments in hybrid threats. Muslim
World League based in Saudi Arabia have been known
to finance mosques and facilities of Salafis in Europe.

Atthe international level, too, there is a trend towards
religious institutions’ being used to increase geopolitical
power and control. When, for example, the Patriarch
of Constantinople, the spiritual leader of the Orthodox
Church, in 2018 granted autocephaly to the Orthodox
Church of Ukraine, thus recognising its independence
from the Russian-Orthodox church, Russia took this as an
opportunity to proclaim a schism between Moscow and
Constantinople. Since then, the Kremlin has increasingly
exerted religious influence in predominantly orthodox
states and has been trying to assume Constantinople’s
traditional leadership role. The open conflict between
the Greek and the Russian Orthodox Church is thus not
theological in nature but part of a hybrid campaign in the
fight for religious leadership within the Orthodox Church.
With the help of donors who are close to the Kremlin,
Russia invests large amounts of money in the Monastic
Community of Mount Athos in order to exert influence on
the most important monasteries there. It has also tried
to exert political and personnel influence to co-opt the
Patriarchates of Alexandria, Antioch and Jerusalem in
order to create majorities in the Ecumenical Patriarchate.
Since 2018, more and more Russian clerics with a Turkish
passport have been active in Turkey to ensure, with the
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help of the Turkish government, that the next Patriarch
of Constantinople — or the one after — will be of Russian
origin.® This would not only be the first Russian Orthodox
patriarch in the 1,600-year history of the Patriarchate but
also a political success for Russia on a global scale.

Sunni Saudi Arabia pursues similar aspirations
of spiritual hegemony by spreading Wahhabism and
Salafism, thus directly competing with Shiite Iran.
Wahhabi ideas are promoted through the direct financial
support of religious associations and educational
institutions in Africa, Asia and Europe. In recent years,
increased financial resources have been provided for
this purpose and a multitude of new communication
and dissemination methods have been experimented
with in order to win over young, well-educated Muslims
in particular. Previously, marginalised or ostracised
individuals were the primary focus of information
campaigns and recruitment efforts, often within religious
institutions. The Salafist movement has spent enormous
sums on social media as an instrument to reach students,
young professionals, academics and other educated
Muslims in recent years. Some Salafist channels on
Facebook and You-Tube have several million followers.
It is likely that, if the monolithic view of Islam funded by
Saudi Arabia becomes more widespread, the recruitment
efforts of radical forces in local communities will continue
to fall on fertile ground.

Autonomy and Al as weapons

Up to now, Al has been used mainly for data
processing. By analysing large amounts of data and
identifying patterns, Al can process military information
faster and provide recommendations for tactical and
strategic decisions. In a nutshell, this means that the
ability to process more data in less time leads to quicker
decisions and thus to victory. The Russo-Ukrainian
war shows the increasing importance of processing
power and the increased value of unmanned systems

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for warfare in the 21st century.* Commercial drones,
for example, are used for reconnaissance and to share
coordinates with artillery. Most of these systems are not
autonomous; they still have to be controlled by operators
who will decide whether and when to engage a target
based on the images and video information transmitted
in real-time. In short, humans are still the ones “pressing
the button”.Autonomy in weapon systems, on the other
hand, refers to machines taking over functions that
previously required human intervention, which has been
controversially discussed, especially when it comes to
target engagement. For decades now, weapon systems
have been capable of autonomy with regard to the so-
called critical functions. In fact, it has long been common
practice for weapon systems to independently select and
engage targets, especially to defend against incoming
missiles such as rockets, artillery and mortar shells. In
recent years, however, the range of functions of Al has
increased enormously, especially in the field of object
recognition, so that today machines are on the verge of
assuming additional functions in ever more operational
contexts, which gives rise to ethical, legal and security-
related concerns.

Fuelled by Russian aggression and in view of the
systemic confrontation between the US as the hegemon
and China as its challenger, however, an Al arms race has
already begun. In future wars, Al therefore will not only
increase the capabilities and precision of kinetic weapons
but will also appear in independently operating systems
directed against societies away from the battlefields.
Al will attack or control critical infrastructure, sensitive
transportation, logistic and energy supply systems, the
financial sector and administrative systems. Al will be
employed in the cyber sector, both to attack and to defend
critical systems. In the future, victory will thus become a
matter of having the best Al. Countries that cannot keep
pace with such an Al arms race will suffer setbacks in
their political and economic importance as a result of their
vulnerabilities and lack of resilience. Additionally, ongoing
advances in the field of cognitive Al are associated with
the risk of losing control. The emergence of a rogue Al° is
therefore certain — it is just a matter of when.

Use of drones by non-state actors

The military use of commercial drones in the Russo-
Ukrainian war also highlights the technological maturity
of the systems currently available on the market. Non-
state actors, too, are likely to take note. Mass attacks
on military and state installations or spying activities by
hybrid actors in barracks and defensive installations,
which are already happening on occasion, will therefore
become increasingly likely. The use of drones against
critical infrastructure, to spy out security measures and
for the reconnaissance of drug and smuggling routes is
also plausible. In future, pirates will use drones to check
whether container ships have armed security personnel
on board and then decide whether an attack is worthwhile.
Radical climate activists could use drones to spy out coal-
fired power stations or oil refineries, to damage sensitive
components or to set targeted fires. Terrorist drone
attacks on aircraft taking off and landing would already
be feasible today. As drones are likely going to become
ever smaller and quieter, their identification, defence
and tracking will become more difficult. In the future, it is
likely that critical infrastructures can only be protected by
extensive no-fly zones and jamming transmitters.

Implications of future hybrid threats — the
sixth generation of warfare

Asoutlined above, new socialfields of activity aswellas
emerging technologies dominate current developments of
hybrid actions and influence. In the field of social media and
disinformation, the platforms themselves are increasingly
becoming the weapon, while Al-based processes improve
the quality and credibility of false information. While Europe
focuses on debating normative and legal control over Al
as well as aspects of data protection, autocracies will use
Al-based systems to undermine liberal democracies on
a global level and suppress dissenting opinions at home.
Al will also enable populists in democracies to politically
corrode democratic and constitutional procedures as well
as civil societies. Autocratic states are already using Al
to exercise totalitarian dystopic control. Ideologies and
religions are used as hybrid means, are becoming more
important and are used to influence members of religious
minorities. Secularisation is thus likely to decline worldwide.
We can already say that political influence on religious
communities will once more assume a more important role
in the repertoire of geopolitical ambitions.
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Military developments and technological innovations
in the field of Al will increasingly affect societies outside
the area of conflict, while the open Al arms race between
the West and China will likely lead to profound Al-induced
military and social upheaval. As discussed, non-state
actors, too, will increasingly use such capabilities to
pursue their political, ideological and economic goals.
It is therefore necessary that Western countries take
preventive measures to protect themselves. In its
new National Security Strategy, Germany has already
announced strategies to increase the capacity to act
against and to counter hybrid threats as well as to deal
with disinformation. We must use proactive research and
development projects to maintain our current technological
edge, to develop suitable protection and countermeasures
such as forensic Al identification tools, and to enforce
extensive bans on apps such as TikTok.

In future, the physical destruction of an adversary will
no longer be the main focus, as it was in the first three
generations of warfare. Future warfare will also not be
primarily about attacking psychological warfare capabilities
by decentralising force or influencing decision-makers, as
was the focus of fourth-generation approaches. The non-
kinetic approaches of fifth-generation warfare will become
established in the long term as a central means of corrupting
an enemy’s society. The current trends and developments
in hybrid threats will also lead to a manifestation of a sixth
generation of warfare.

This generation will be all about the ability to control
the space and time of an adversary’s reality. For this
currently emerging sixth generation of warfare, itis therefore
essential to penetrate an adversary’s military OODA loop
(observe, orient, decide, act), for example. Instead of just
disrupting the OODA loop as before, it is important to
control it completely. Once it has been compromised, it is
then possible to control what the adversary and their society
see, hear and think. In this way, decisions of an opponent
can be controlled and actions that appear rational to those
taking them on the basis of the information available to them
are used to one’s own advantage. Thus, the projection of
controlling the military OODA loop is extended to all other
areas of society in order to guide government action, social
preferences and positions as well as economic activities.
As a result, modern societies will then be in a permanent
hybrid state of war.

Convinced, due to his extensive war experience,
his education as well as knowledge, that the leader can
exert with his decisions a huge influence not only on
the daily life of people but also on the course of an en-
tire ethnos/state and its culture, Thucydides observes,
analyzes and evaluates a number of political and mili-
tary actors who, because of their direct involvement in
war, either become role models of leadership for the
generations who will follow or models to be avoided.
Pericles, Nicias, Alcibiades, Cleon, Lamachus, Dem-
osthenes, Phormion, Diodotus and Cononas from the
Athenian side, Archidamus, Brasidas, Gylippos, Agis
and Lysander from that of Sparta, make up the rich
cadre of the main personalities of the three periods of
the Peloponnesian War (the Archidamian, the Sicilian
Campaign and the Decelean). For Thucydides, itis the
personality of each military leader and the prevailing
state culture and institutions, factors inextricably linked
to each other, that determine the formation and emer-
gence of the personality of true leaders. His attempt not
to include in his work historical material that he could
not directly evaluate “So impatient of labor are the most
men in search of truth, and embrace soonest the things
that are next to hand” [1.20.3] was intended to faithfully
render cause-and-effect relationships to all events and
thus enable the creation of a realistic legacy of military
command and leadership for future generations “The
absence of romance in my history will, | fear, detract
somewhat from its interest; but if it be judged useful by
those inquirers who desire an exact knowledge of the
past as an aid to the interpretation of the future, which
in the course of human things must resemble if it does
not reflect it, | shall be content. In fine, | have written my
work, not as an essay which is to win the applause of
the moment, but as a possession for all time.” [1.22.4].

Thucydides does not hide his admiration for the
charismatic leadership personality of the Athenian pol-
itician and general Pericles because he was incorrupti-
ble, intelligent, and above all guided by and devoted to
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the greatness of his city and not to his personal wealth/
money gain “and it is | you are angry withal, one, as |
think myself, inferior to none either in knowing what is
requisite or in expressing what | know, and a lover of
my country and superior to money“ [ 2.60.3]. By con-
demning every other voice to silence until the death of
Pericles, Thucydides turns his work into a verbal tes-
timony of his own perceptions of the administration of
Athens that “It was in a name a democratic state, but in
fact a government of the principal man“[2.65.10]. Peri-
cles, due to his high intellectual culture, education and
mental strength, as well as to constantly confirming his
reputation as a leader unaffected by material goods,
managed to maintain absolute control over the public,
instructing the citizens instead of allowing them to lead
him, because he never gave the crowd a chance to be
turned into a mob “Pericles, seeing them in passion for
their present loss and ill-advised and being confident he
was in the right touching not sallying, assembled them
not nor called any council for fear lest being together
they might upon passion rather than judgment commit
some error, but looked to the guarding of the city and
as much as he could to keep it in quiet.” [2.22.1].

At the same time, Pericles never tried to exploit
the ignorance of his audience. His speeches informed,
guided, explained, predicted events and warned the
members of the Ekklesia of Demos about the positive
and negative effects of their decisions “"As for the toil
of the war, that it may perhaps be long and we in the
end never the nearer to victory, though that may suf-
fice which | have demonstrated at other times touching
your causeless suspicion that way, yet this | will tell
you, moreover, touching the greatness of your means
for dominion, which neither you yourselves seem ever
to have thought on nor | touched in my former orations,
nor would | also have spoken it now but that | see your
minds dejected more than there is cause for” [2.62.1].
He does not even hesitate, in times of a crisis, to remind
them that the real proof of the cultural and state supe-
riority of Athens over all other Greek cities (in educa-
tion, arts and institutions) is the fortitude that the state
and citizens must demonstrate in times of adversity.
“Knowing that this city hath a great name amongst all
people for not yielding to adversity and for the mighty
power it yet hath after the expense of so many lives and
so much labor in the war” [2.64.3] ... “for they whose
minds least feel and whose actions most oppose a ca-
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lamity both among states and private persons are the
best” [2.64.6]. On a strategic level, Pericles recognizes
that Athens' advantage is its maritime trade and naval
war superiority, and he translates this astute assess-
ment into an operational plan that does not allow the
city's army to engage on land warfare with the Spartan
army “I affirm that of the two parts of the world of man-
ifest use, the land and the sea, you are of one of them
entire masters, both of as much of it as you make use
of and also of as much more as you shall think fit your-
selves. Neither is there any king or nation whatsoever
of those that now are that can impeach your navigation
with the fleet and strength you now go” [2.62.2]. And to
show the depth of his commitment to this strategy, he
does not hesitate to renounce the defense of all houses
and estates outside the city walls, including his own.

Thucydides singles out as the charismatic mili-
tary leader of the Spartans General Brasidas "always
a visible Brasidas" (4.11.4) who is distinguished by his
unique ability to be able to perceive the options of ac-
tion that friends and enemies can implement in critical
situations and consequently to quickly take important
decisions and make his strategic moves (surprise)
without any hesitation “Brasidas at the same time, hav-
ing spied his opportunity and that the army of the Athe-
nians removed, said to those about him and the rest:
These men stay not for us; it is apparent by the wag-
ging of their spears and of their heads; for where such
motion is, they use not to stay for the charge of the ene-
my; therefore open me some body the gates appointed
and let us boldly and speedily sally forth upon them®
[5.10.5 ]. He demands from his warriors to possess
at least the three characteristics of a good soldier, a
willingness to fight, a sense of shame for shameful re-
sults, and obedience to superiors, “remember that zeal,
honor, and obedience mark the good soldier” [5.9.9.]
while at the same time he tries to keep them informed
of what is going on and lays out his plans in detail , so
that they know exactly what to do and how to achieve
their objective “while their careless confidence contin-
ues, and they are still thinking, as in my judgment they
are now doing, more of retreat than of maintaining their
position, while their spirit is slack and not high-strung
with expectation, | with the men under my command
will, if possible, take them by surprise and fall with a
run upon their center;” [5.9.6.]. In this way and with his
fluency in communication, an unusual characteristic for
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a Lacedaemonian, he maintains undiminished the trust
that the warriors have in him, as the latter perceive that
they are commanded by a leader who knows how to
act decisively and effectively “I will show that what |
preach to others | can practice myself.’ [5.9.10]. Proof
of Brasidas' leadership, Thucydides argues, is the mil-
itary excellence and reputation his personality would
generate, which would cause many allied cities of Ath-
ens to turn to Sparta, even after his death “the present
valor and conduct of Brasidas, known by experience to
some, by hearsay to others, was what mainly created
in the allies of Athens a feeling for the Lacedaemoni-
ans. 4.81.3He was the first who went out and showed
himself so good a man at all points as to leave behind
him the conviction that the rest were like him” [4.81.3].

The comparison of the remaining military lead-
ers with the charismatic personalities of Pericles and
Brasidas naturally leads to the emergence of the disad-
vantages and deficiencies of the former. For example,
the Athenian Alcibiades is presented as a new political
actor, particularly nimble and cultured, with exceptional
diplomatic and military skills “managing to frighten the
Athenians with Tissaphernes and Tissaphernes with
the Athenians” [8.82.2] but at the same time selfish,
bigoted, and narcissistic “if there be any man here,
overjoyed at being chosen to command, who urges you
to make the expedition, merely for ends of his own—
especially if he be still too young to command—who
seeks to be admired for his stud of horses, but on ac-
count of its heavy expenses hopes for some profit from
his appointment” [6.12.2], dishonest and vindictive “if
| did you great harm as an enemy, | could likewise do
you good service as a friend” [ 6.92.5]. His strategy,
that of extending Athens' sovereignty beyond its exist-
ing sphere of influence and throughout the then-known
Hellenic world, was not only diametrically opposed to
that of avoiding sub-proliferation which Pericles had
wisely and powerfully implemented, but also disastrous
for his homeland. His motives appear to be the strong
desire to surpass the historical greatness of Pericles
“grasping at supremacy” [2.65.10] as well as the growth
of his personal wealth “who was, besides, exceedingly
ambitious of a command by which he hoped to reduce
Sicily and Carthage, and personally to gain in wealth
and reputation by means of his successes” [6.15.2].
The venerable Nicias, on the other hand, is character-
ized as a virtuous man and effective in encouraging the
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warriors “we ask you to repel them, and to show that
even in sickness and disaster your skill is more than a
match for the fortune and vigor of any other” [7.63.4],
but also as a general who does not act immediately, he
procrastinates hopelessly “and really waiting because
he hesitated between the two courses and wished to
see his way more clearly” [7.48.3] and naturally losing
many of the opportunities offered by the circumstanc-
es “as Nicias had done, who by wintering in Catana
instead of at once attacking Syracuse had allowed the
terror of his first arrival to evaporate in contempt, and
had given time to Gylippus to arrive with a force from
Peloponnese® [7.42.3 ].

In addition, General Demosthenes will distinguish
himself in the field of military planning, in the organi-
zation of units, in the selection of strategic points and
in learning from his own mistakes, thus bringing some
very positive results in the field of operations “Such
was the idea that inspired Demosthenes in his con-
ception of the descent and presided over its execution”
[4.32.4] ... “The Lacedaemonians had now to sustain a
rude conflict... and there was no hope of any means of
defense or safety” [4.34.3]. But his inability to convince/
impose his point of view on the others will lead the army
to disastrous results like in Aetolia and in Sicily “this
was the opinion of Demosthenes. Nicias, without deny-
ing the bad state of their affairs, was unwilling to avow
their weakness “[7.48.1]. As far as Cleon is concerned,
it was not his skills at the operational-tactical military
level that distinguished him but those of the effective
crowd manager, the demagogue. He questions the
just and moderate policy of Pericles claiming that only
through the application of brute force/force can Athens
maintain its sovereignty. It is him who calls forcefully
on the Athenians not to succumb to the eloquence of
the orators “the orators who charm us with sentiment
may find other less important arenas for their talents,
in the place of one where the city pays a heavy penalty
for a momentary pleasure, themselves receiving fine
acknowledgments for their fine phrases” [3.40.2] and
to proceed with the exemplary punishment of the un-
grateful Mytileneans. Mercy/pity, he argues should the
Athenians bestow only on those who are or will be their
true friends/allies. “Compassion is due to those who
can reciprocate the feeling, not to those who will never
pity us in return... if, right or wrong, you determine to
rule, you must carry out your principle and punish the
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Mitylenians as your interest requires; or else you must
give up your empire” [3.40.4].

Correspondingly, the personality of the Spartan
King Archidamus Il seems to show some similarities
to that of Pericles, as he is mentioned as a man of in-
telligence and wisdom “had the reputation of being at
once a wise and a moderate man” [1.79.2]. Sensing
that this war will be particularly long, Archidamus urges
the Spartans not to start military hostilities soon but to
prepare to face an opponent with a very strong navy
and economy “Confidence might possibly be felt in our
superiority in heavy infantry and population, which will
enable us to invade and devastate their lands. But the
Athenians have plenty of other land in their empire and
can import what they want by sea. For unless we can
either beat them at sea or deprive them of the reve-
nues which feed their navy, we shall meet with little but
disaster “[1.81.2]. After all, he himself believes that it
is not the weapons that determine the outcome of a
war but the money “and war is a matter not so much of
arms as of money” [1.83.3]. Emphasizes that it is the
kind of training the Spartans receive that allows them
to be both excellent in warfare and shrewd in political
decision-making “we are both warlike and wise, and it
is our sense of order that makes us so“ [1.84.3] and for
this reason he exhorts them not to be influenced either
by the great and defiant words of their allies or by those
of their enemies. Experience has taught him that they
should not rest their hopes of achieving the desired re-
sult on the possible mistakes of their enemies but on
their thorough preparation ‘it is right to rest our hopes
not on a belief in their blunders, but on the soundness
of our provisions® [1.84.4] and that is why he maintains
that through the diplomatic route they will gain valuable
time for war preparation. However, unlike Pericles, the
wise words of Archidamus will not convince his fellow
citizens and he will be forced to lead the raids of the
Spartan army in Attica during the first period of the Pe-
loponnesian War (Archidameios).

Thucydides, as a gifted psychologist-painter, of-
fers us a perfect gallery of portraits of the main military
leaders of the Peloponnesian War through a skillful
description of their actions and decision-making, which
allowed them to claim not only the effective fulfillment
of their missions but also an opportunity for their ad-
vancement into leadership roles. His belief that both
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the personality and the state-social culture of origin of
each one play a key role in the effort to emerge as lead-
ers, is complemented by his concern for the degree of
influence of the latter’s actions in the evolution of the
prevailing political, social and cultural culture and vice
versa. We could thus agree with the words of former
PM of Greece Eleftherios Venizelos that by studying
the work of Thucydides, the leader acquires a penetrat-
ing view of all contemporary events and finds a guiding
star/a compass for all political and military activities.
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Primary Security Threats
Confronting NATO within Arctic
Sea, Report (Identifying and
critically examining the threats)

Introduction

Arctic circle is an area that remained uninhabited
for millennia but also an exception to temperate regions’
development norm. This inhospitable landscape in
vast expanses of ice, not seen, explored, or exploited
for centuries, appears to be an area of opportunity. It
is a fact that, Climate Change is affecting Arctic Sea
peaceful picturesque sites. Among the effects, the rise
of sea level and the reduction of the Arctic ice sheet,
create new shipping routes and reveal unknown energy
fields.

The interest of all the nations with rights within the
Arctic Sea region is escalating through the environmental
aspect and the economic point of view. States with
projected sovereign rights within the Arctic Circle shape
their Foreign Policy forming alliance, orientated to
balance the power equilibrium and protect their sources.

Moreover, a concern is also about new routes that
cut the distance between the superpowers and their
strategic weapons. Those new routes have occurred to
be competitive to other shipping routes like the ones of
Panama and Suez Canal. Those routes can navigable
either through icebreakers -or without them- for only few
months of the year, but also raise matters of negotiations
between stakeholders.

Another subject is the increasing military presence
of the states around Arctic, either through exercises or
through emerging military bases with various capabilities.
All the above pose a threat level capable to create loss
of trust and growing suspicion of acts.

Statement of Initial Intent

The intent of this report is to study the operational
environment of Arctic Ocean as it is formed since
Climate Change started the retreat of ice areas and the
emerge of opportunities such as new shipping routes
and exploitation of new resources. After the study and
analysis of the operational environment, next intent is to
identify the threats that destabilize the Arctic Circle.

Situational Environment

Through situational environment analysis, the
report examines factors like geographic theatre of
operation, climate change effects, new shipping routes
usage, the actors, the political and legal context,
the socio-economic factors, and energy resources
exploitation.

Geographic Theatre of Operation

Arctic Circle, the Parallel of 66°34'03 north of
Equator, is surrounded by frozen lands, territories of
eight countries, called Arctic Nations, which are Denmark
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(by means of Greenland and Faeroe Islands), Sweden,
Island, Norway, Finland, USA (by means of Alaska),
Canada and Russia. Above mentioned states, except
Finland, Sweden, and Iceland, have direct access and
sovereign rights to Arctic Ocean.

Their Exclusive Economic Zone extends to 200
nautical miles from their coastal baseline, yet there are
disputes between them".

Arctic Circle is inhabited by indigenous people
such as Saami, Nenets, Khanty, Evenk, Chukchi, Aleut,
Yupik, Inuit, at a percentage of 10%, even though they
represent the 50% in Canadian region. Indigenous
population follow a traditional way of living. During the
20th century, economic criteria grew internal migration,
as resources’ exploitation and research projects
increased the interest for the area.

As Arctic Sea was always frozen area, it was
difficult to be exploited and used as a passage for ships.
The need to cut shipping routes’ distances boosted
wealthy stakeholders with vision, to fund the explorers
in search for passages through icy areas. The first
successful mission was achieved by the Norwegian
explorer Roald Amundsen, who found the northwestern
passage spending three harsh winters at northern
Canadian islands during 1903 to 19052 This passage
connects North Pacific with North Atlantic Ocean, or
else East Asia with North America and Western Europe,
lessening shipping distances more than 10000Km or
more than 5000 nautical miles®. Arctic Region includes
Barents, Beaufort, Norwegian, Chukchi, East Siberian,
Greenland, Kara, and Laptev Sea, as well as Baffin,
Hudson Bays and Hudson Straight.

Average depths in East Siberian Sea and Chukchi
Sea are 58 and 88 meters respectively, which make
the entire coastal area in the East, shallow for maritime
operations. Laptev Sea average depth is 578 meters
(its northern limit extends to the Arctic Ocean basin),

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however, 66% of the area along the coast, lays at
depths of 100 meters or less. Arctic Sea includes three
main parallel mountain ranges between Siberia and
Greenland; Lomonosov (the largest), Nansen — Gakkel
in the middle and Alpha. Also, underwater valleys
between the coasts of Canada, Alaska and Russia have
been formed as well as the aforementioned mountain
ranges; Canadian (from the northern parts of Canada
to the Alpha range), Makarov (between the Alpha
and Lomonosov ranges) and Nansen (between the
Lomonosov and Nansen — Gakkel)*.

Climate Change

The climate crisis arises from the consequences
of climate change, due to global warming caused by the
greenhouse effect. This phenomenon is exacerbated
directly or indirectly by anthropogenic factors and mainly
by the burning of fossil fuels. Climate change affects all
areas of human activity, threatens all states in various
ways, disrupts their internal and external security, and
thus threatens the existence of some island states.
During the 20th century the sea level has risen, while
in upcoming decades the process of oceans’ thermal
expansion has been accelerated due to the increase in
temperature and the melting of the glaciers.?

As temperatures increase, climatic phenomena
such as the catastrophic floods and wildfires, will
happen more frequently and intensivly. For this reason,
international community has recognized the need
to preserve global warming below 2°C temperature-
increase, compairing to the pre-industrial era around
1880. Hence, this goal can be achieved if it becomes
possible to reach zero CO2 emmissions by 2050
globally. This will be a chance to avoid the absolutely
devastating effects of the 3 - 5°C temperature-increase®.

A logical continuation of this temperature upward
trend is the ice melting everywhere they are located,
even in the most remote, but at the same time, very
frozen arctic regions. Nevertheless, the out of the
norm fast melting of ice sheet happens because Arctic
ocean’s dark waters absorb more sun, heating the sea
surface and air during summer period’. Furthermore, it
is worrying that according to NASA, Arctic sea ice sheet
is decreasing at a rate of 12.2% per decade®. Ice sheet
reduction also threatens with extinction unique animals
such as the polar bear or the seal which depend on the
existence of glaciers for safety and food.

Climate change can also affect states in a different
way (water shortage, floods, cold). These reasons
are decisive for the migration of mainly indigenous

populations who are forced to leave their ancestral
homes due to change of the environment, creating a new
term, that of " climate refugee". Intergovernmental Panel
on Climate Change IPCC, estimates that the effects of
Climate Change in the Arctic arrived thirty years earlier®.

The aforementioned consequences are not limited
to the area, but they also affect the whole planet. Sea
level rise by three millimeters, as it was observed and
recorded in the period 2003-2008, is due to the melting
of large areas of ice and according to forecasts are
expected to increase more next years, along with the
risk of flooding the coastal cities.
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In addition, there is serious risk of damaging existing
infrastructure and buildings, many of which are located
in areas where until previously there was a permanent
presence of ice, the “permafrost".'” Arctic states are
responsible for the 40% of global carbon dioxide
emissions, which is also one of the reasons for the
climate change that arctic environment is experiencing.

Consequently, if there was the political will from
the arctic states, they could contribute to slow down the
pace of climate change, through supporting the required
preventive and repressive measures.

New Shipping Routes

Climate Change leads to ice melting and so,
the shrinking of ice sheet. As a result, new roads of
communication, new shipping routes emerge that
lessen the distance among the continents. Regions of
East or West North America, Northern Europe and East
Asia are being connected through new routes. Covering
smaller distances, not only the 75% of earth population
came closer but also shipping trips’ pollutants were
diminished.

Two shipping routes, Northwest Passage, and
North Sea Route, offer this opportunity during the
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summer until late September so far and more months
in the future, depending on the affection of Climate
Change™.

First explored by Ammundsen during 1903 - 1905,
Northwest Passage (NWP) between Bering Strait and
Atlantic Ocean, through the Canadian Arctic islands part
of the Archipelagos. These islands, about 36.000, from
Beaufort Sea until Buffin Gulf, form a triangle, stretched
out an area equal to Greenland. There are five main
different ways to choose that form the NWP, depending
on the presence of ice sheet. Though, Archipelagic
legal state brings constrains to shipping companies
and disputes between Canada and USA, the passage
of ships through the NWP for the route from Seattle to
Rotterdam, would reduce the distance by 2,000 nautical
miles, that is 25% shorter route than the existing one
route, through the Panama Canal. Concerning fees
required to cross the channels, fuel costs as well many
other variables that determine load rates, these shorter
roads could in fact lead to the reduction of the cost of
one travel on a large container ship by at least 20%, with
estimated difference, from about $17.5 million to $14
million, contributing to the savings of billions of dollars
annually, for the shipbuilding industry. Savings will be
even greater for supertankers that sail through Cape of
Good Hope and Cape of Horn, since they are unable to
sail due to their large size through the Panama or Suez
Canals™.

Similarly, North Sea Route, between Kara entry
point in the west and Bering Strait in the east, north of
Russia, is defined in Russian law as the set of arctic sea
lanes with specific restrictions imposed on navigation
along it. From a maritime point of view, the low-lying
Siberian islands in the area, make visual observations as
well as radar measurements difficult, especially during
the long periods of low visibility. NSR was developed
at high rates during Soviet Union era, as an important

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national waterway facilitating the arctic Maritime
transportation. Transit through the NSR will reduce the
shipping distance between Rotterdam and Yokohama
from 11,200 nautical miles through Suez Canal current
route, to 7,800 nautical miles, which practically means a
reduction by 40%, and 7-days earlier arrival'.

Obviously, arctic shipping routes will lead to a
further competition between Panama and Suez Canal,
resulting in a reduction of passing fees. Additionally,
maritime chokepoints, the narrow shipping control areas,
will no longer be that much decisive to manipulate global
shipping planning.

New Arctic Polar Code

While IMO (International Maritime Organization) is
monitoring several conventions like SOLAS (Safety of
Life at Sea), MARPOL (Maritime Pollution Prevention)
as well as STCW (Standards for Training, Certification,
and Watchkeeping for Seafarers) which also provide
provisions relating to the operation of ships in icy
waters, not specifically referred to navigation in the polar
regions. To meet these requirements, nations through
IMO created the New Arctic Polar Code in 2017,

Aiming to improve safety and avoid Arctic pollution,
Polar Code applies to passenger and cargo ships over
five hundreds gross tons engaged in international routes.
It does not apply to fishing boats, military vessels, yachts,
or smaller cargo ships. The Code includes provisions for
the construction of ships, their equipment, navigation,
crew training for the on-board operation.

Arctic Council

After a series of meetings that began in Finland in
1989, led to the creation of the Arctic Council, through

the Declaration of Ottawa, on September 19, 1996.'°
As a supreme intergovernmental Forum, promotes
cooperation, coordination, and mutual information
between the Arctic states (8 states within the Arctic
Circle), the indigenous’ communities (6 organizations)
as well as the other inhabitants of the Arctic. They are
concerned with common issues, such as development
and environmental protection, emergency situations,
climate change and the extraction of natural resources.
As also stated in the Ottawa declaration, any discussion
about Military Security is expressly excluded. Thus,
thirteen States (China, UK, Germany, France, Japan,
India among them) have been accepted as Observers in
Arctic Council, as well as intergovernmental committees
and non-governmental organisations’.

Regarding the limits of Arctic Council as a governing
body, the institutional context of the Council states that
"...It has not and cannot implement or to enforce its
guidelines, assessments or recommendations. That
responsibility rests with each individual Arctic State...”

Exclusive Economic Zones in Arctic

In November 1994, the UN Convention on
Law of the Sea (LOS) as the 1994 Agreement was
implemented. The Convention establishes a Treaty
status which governs activities in the world's oceans. It
is based on the Law of Conventions of the Sea (1958)
and sets a framework of rules, where 169 nations have
signed and are the contracting member - states - parties

N
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of the Treaty'. All Arctic states, except the US, have
ratified the treaty.

Chapter VI of the Convention, which deals with
the Continental Shelf (CS) and the annex Il, which was
established by a Commission on the limits of the CS,
are the most important parts of the Convention for Arctic
Coastal States since their sovereign rights over their CS
resources, including oil and natural gas are secured.
According to Article 76 of the Convention, a coastal state
can extend the limit of its CS beyond 200 nautical miles
if there is no dispute from neighbouring states.

There is particular interest for the delimitations of
the CS, since an extensive continental shelf (at 350 n.m.)
would provide access to the valuable natural resources
of the subsoil.

Regarding the claims for the extension of the CS
to 350 n.m., UNCLOS gives the states a margin of 10
years after the date of ratification, to raise claims. For
the Arctic Basin, two underwater ridges, Lomonosov and
Mendeleev, are of particular importance. If one ridge is
a "natural extension" of the land, then the coastline state
can extend its CS'®.

Arctic States Claims

Geographic North Pole and the area around it
does not belong to any country, while the area beyond
coastal states’ maritime zones is administered by the
International Seabed Authority (ISA). Until recently, any
final settlement of border disputes in Arctic was not a
priority due to reduced accessibility and therefore no
local escalation noted.

However, after placing the Russian flag on the
bottom of the Arctic Ocean in 2007'°, the tensions

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between Russia and others arctic states multiplied the
fear that events were leading to an inevitable conflict
in the region. The Arctic Council was incompetent to
intervene. The attitude of the Minister of Foreign Affairs
of Denmark and the invitation of the Prime Minister of
Greenland, to the representatives of the five Arctic states
was catalytic and led to their meeting in political level
in 2008 in llulissat, Greenland. The five Arctic states
Russia, USA, Canada, Denmark, and Norway signed
the llulissat Declaration and committed to the orderly
settlement of claims of the Arctic.

International Law is used as a regulatory
settlement framework for any differences between the
Arctic countries. Hence, after recognizing the significant
changes that climate change is bringing to arctic region,
they recognized the UNCLOS as the appropriate legal
tool for determining of the obligations and rights of the
states as well as the demarcation of the outer limits of
their CS?.

The most notable case of demarcation in the
region is that between of Norway and Russia in Barents
Sea. A dispute of 40 years was settled in 2010 in view
of the prospect of exploitation and management of fish
stocks and hydrocarbons. This deal has also proven
that Norway and Russia are bound by UNCLOS and
llulissat Declaration principles, to resolve their territorial
disputes. Therefore, this agreement showed that all
dichotomies can be resolved by mutual agreement and
under International Law?".

Another case is the undersea mountain range
Lomonosov, rich in energy resources, which is the
point of friction between Russia and Canada after
the expansion of their continental shelf. Both claim
Lomonosov as extension of their territory?2.

Russia and USA claim an area in Bering Strait.
Russia, after the request to extend the continental shelf

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beyond of 200 nm, creates an issue of overlapping
maritime borders in one small marine area known as the
"Eastern Special Area" in Bering®.

Hence, Russia doubts Norway’s sovereign rights
derived from the continental Shelf and EEZ of Svalbard
Archipelagic islands. Russia claims that rights regarding
natural resources, derive from the treaty of 1920 and the
sea is regarded as an “Open Sea". Thus, the creation
of military bases throughout the arctic territory indicates
the importance for Moscow of the region. Built in 2017,
“Arctic Trefoil” airbase is located 267 kilometres east of
Norway’s easternmost point of Svalbard archipelago.

Further westerly, the dispute between US and
Canada concerns the maritime Beaufort region, which
is in the Arctic Ocean to the west of the Canadian
Arctic Archipelago and north of the Alaskan territories,
while covers an area of 450,000 square kilometres.
Specifically, the delimitation of the maritime borders
and EEZs is the point of friction between the US and
Canada®. The vacuum that has been created in the
sovereignty of this area creates outstanding issues
concerning fisheries, arctic protection waters and the
environment. Until the final official bilateral legalization,
the two states unilaterally implement measures in these
areas.

In addition, one more disagreement between
Canada and the US concerns the sovereign rights
over the Northwest Passage. Canada claims that the
area, encircled with the Canadian islands, belongs to
its territorial waters’ sovereignty as part of the Arctic
Archipelago and has the right to control navigation and
access. Because of this, foreign ships’ passage is subject
to Canadian legislation. Other Arctic states except
Russia, support US claim over Northwest Passage to

use it for “Innocent Passage”, considering it as “Strait for
International Navigation™®,

Another issue, at the entrance to the Northeast
Passage lies the uninhabited Hans Island (only 100
meters wide) for which contest Canada and Denmark
Hans is located in between Greenland in Nares Strait
and Canadian Ellesmere Island and despite its small
size (1.3 km2) has enormous geostrategic importance
due its access to the Northwest Passage. Both countries
have started negotiations to resolve their dispute?.

Energy resources

Arctic ice sheet reduction increases the areas of
ice-free navigation in the summer, and the interest in the
exploration of offshore oil and gas deposits in the Arctic.
Reduced sea ice in the summer means that research
vessels can explore the Arctic Ocean and Arctic regions
for longer periods with less risk of collision with floating
sea ice. Seasonal window for Arctic offshore drilling
remains open more time in the summer, increasing the
chances of a discovery being made. The Geological
Institute of USA estimates that 30% of natural gas world
deposits, have not being discovered yet, and the 13% of
these deposits may be found north of the Arctic Circle?®.

About one third of the Arctic area consists of marine
continental shelves which have not being explored
thoroughly. The rest of the Arctic has deep areas in the
ocean, with a depth greater than 500 meters, which in
large percentage also remains unexplored. In areas of
the sea which are free from ice, oil can be extracted,
which can be transported by pipelines or loaded onto
tankers and transported to refineries. However, the
construction of oil pipelines, are projects with large

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difficulty and cost, especially in Arctic's demanding
conditions.?®
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Oil and Gas Russian activities in Arctic

Natural gas is more difficult to be consuming-ready,
since its energy density index is lower and must be
supercooled, liquefied, and transported with LNG ships
in world markets. This liquefaction process requires a
large, complex, and expensive industrial infrastructure,
which in turn requires several years to be designed,
licensed, and constructed. Construction of natural
gas pipelines faces the same problems, regarding the
project’s cost and difficulty. The relatively easier process
of oil transporting is what drives companies to the
exploration of oil fields®°.

Above mentioned views and reasoning illustrate
the scepticism that exists on the business’ viability for
the exploration of Arctic energy reserves.

Actors in Arctic

Russia intends to be competitive in international
trade and take advantage of the Arctic energy resources
asmuch as possible. Consequently, Russians have made
many infrastructure investments, in relation to its Arctic
competitors (USA and Canada), such as port facilities
as well as road and rail links which will contribute to the

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creation of a sea and land network between Russia and
the Asian and European market, significantly enhancing
logistics potential and thereby making Russian trade
competitive in the future. Furthermore, Russian
authorities committed to provide icebreakers and
established Search and Rescue Centres (SAR) along
the Russian Arctic coastline, supporting the navigation
through the NSR. Directly interested in the region,
Russia seeks to have the first word and initiative of the
movements, maintaining its military superiority over the
US. Although Moscow states that the resolution of any
disputes in Arctic should be done by peaceful means,
meanwhile constantly strengthens its military presence
in the North, aiming to protect wealthy resources of
arctic continental shelf. These are the two sides of
Russian Arctic policy. It is noteworthy that Russia
provides security to the above investments through an
armaments program with formation and development of
new army and naval bases as well as airports.*'

Russia prevails clearly of the rest of the countries
in the region by investing in shipbuilding significant
number off ice breakers, while its great competitor the
US hadn’t given the same priority. This offers Moscow
the advantage in technology and know-how (including
icebreaking technology as part of its war industry which
it is also used for commercial shipping) over other
countries that raise claims to the arctic circle, for the race
of extraction wealth.??

However, every activity in the wider area of the
Arctic still faces serious obstacles, such as extremes
weather conditions, inadequate nautical charts, deficient
infrastructure, and communications — and therefore
greatly reduced ability to manage one emergency
incident. The distances are very long, the available
icebreakers limited and the survival time in the icy
waters much smaller compared to warmer seas. Even
if one icebreaker accompanies a ship on a route, it is
not certain will be able to respond to any needs of e.qg.
of thousands cruise ship passengers. Despite making
trips both in the Arctic as well as on the other side of
the Earth, Antarctica, adequate care for safety does not

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exist. But above all, one environmental disaster would
not be limited to the borders of a map, but it would cover
the entire planet.®

Seven out of eight member states of the Arctic
Council, are members of the NATO (Denmark, USA,
Iceland, Canada, Norway and recently Sweden and
Finland) This contributes to facilitating communication
and understanding between states and region’s natives
and, despite the criticism received for insufficient
action, Arctic Council has made significant strides
by reaching agreements on cooperation to deal with
marine oil pollution (Agreement on Cooperation on
Marine Qil Pollution Preparedness and Response in the
Arctic*®), but also for search and rescue (Agreement on
Cooperation on Aeronautical and Maritime Search and
Rescue in the Arctic®), which indeed was the first one
with commitments.

As China has seen the Arctic region as a
geopolitical field of opportunity, they invest in Russian-
originated projects for infrastructure, transport facilities,
icebreakers, and natural resource extraction. Another
important reason for China is the effort to find alternative
routes for commercial purpose in case obstacles arise
through other shipping’s choke points like Suez Canal
and Malacca Straight. Investing in NSR which is
controlled by Russia, China focusses on her improved
position and rights in a shipping route not engaged with
the above-mentioned choke points’ risks.*

Security Threats

Warming climate poses security threats in the
most rapidly changing region in Earth, the Arctic. Since
the Arctic will be easier and increasingly navigable,
there will be more military, commercial, and civilian
activity which will urge the increasing of accidents and

misunderstandings between major actors operating in
the area.

Major states like Russia and China might use other
civilian and commercial stakeholders acting as “vehicles”
positioned in a strategic plan, for data collection and
operations in grey zones.

Relevant institutes that helped so far, to produce
stability within the Arctic, might not have enough
delegation of authority and will appear week to confront
and bear the escalating challenges. States will try to
find an improved mechanism with legal, diplomatic,
economic, and military instruments that will help them
to go through a better cooperation with each other and
other civilian stakeholders.

The evolving and demanding Arctic environment
might force the naval states to adapt their specifications
accordingly. The need to enforce their sovereignty,
search and rescue and other Coast Guard duties in wider
open areas, will increase the capabilities demanded.

As military means will have an increasing presence
in Arctic, the peaceful solutions will have less presence.
Furthermore after the invasion of Russia in Ukraine,
presence of Arctic states in area is increased.

It is noted that currently, Russian Federation
has the largest fleet of icebreakers in the world, which
includes, six nuclear powered (one of them is the largest
in the world) and twenty electric-diesel, while the total
number of the class of ships that can sail through the ice
reaches the number of forty.

Responses

In an attempt to protect their national interests and
their national sovereignty rights, due to the enhansing
Russian activity, the other four states of the "Arctic 5",
have also increased, the military presence in the area.*”

Meanwhile, financial investments in the Arctic,
face difficulties, which dim the Russian dominion hopes.
“Shell” company was the first to withdraw efforts of oil
research in 2015 and then all the European and American

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oil companies such as "Exxon Mobil", "Chevron" and
"British Petroleum" followed 8.

In addition, after ten years of Russian effort to
revive the NSR, and particularilly after the Russian
invasion in Ukraine, western shipping companies
withdraw their international voyages through the NSR,
concerned for European security. Moreover, Chinese
shipping companies also started to minimize usage of
NSR as a transit for international voyages, in order to
avoid Euro-American sanctions and penalties. There
was remarkable fluctuation in the volume of NSR along
the northern coast of Russia since it began in 2010. The
strong growth is due to destination shipping between
Arctic and ports outside the region but there is no such
development to the transit shipping between Pacific and
Atlantic. North Shipping Route is mainly used for the
hydrocarbons’ transportation out of the Arctic. Several
shipping companies from different countries took part
during the period of 2010 up to 2019, but they seem to
have become less interested in the current face due to
NSR management. Even if Russia expect to pick up later
international transit, they cannot determine the volume
without the international shipping industry’s decisions.
This industry will assess the factors and conditions and
after thorough analysis they conclude if arctic rutes are
safe and reliable, efficient and environmentally sound,
as well as economically viable®.

During NATO summit in Vilnius, Lithuania, on July
1st, 2023, Heads of Member States issued a common
notice, the Vilnius Summit Communiqué, saying that
Russia has increased presence and military build-up in
various domains in Arctic. Thus, the security of Euro-
Atlantic area is threatened by Russian more assertive
posture, with novel military capabilities, and activities*.

Furthermore within the Alliance, NATO Climate
Change and Security Action Plan*' has been issued in
order to urge the Member States not only to adapt to

climate change but also to contribute to the mitigation of
the effects. Through assessments, NATO will embody
climate change conciderations in order to improve
resilience on assets and installations, standards, defence
planning, innovation, training, disaster responsiveness,
civil preparedness and capability delivery. Mitigation
of climate change will be achieved, after monitoring
emmisions sources and moving to formulate reduction
policies. Cooperation with expertized stakeholders from
partner nations and international organizations, including
EU is strongly recommended. This will inform and guide
Allies’ investment decisions so Member Sstates will
move to innovative and energy-sufficient technologies
and update operational planning with more capabilities
and efficient resilience to extreme environmental
conditions.

Challenges

According to estimates, the retreat of Arctic Sea
ice sheet will likely accelerate in the coming years and
lead to the creation of new possibilities for the extraction
of oil, natural gas and ores in previously inaccessible
areas. The new ship itineraries will increase human
activities into new fields of action, while fishing will move
further north.

In addition, the security policy situation will be
more demanding in future, so that greater challenges
can be addressed in a difficult environment, related to
sectors like navigation safety, search and rescue (SAR),
pollution and other environmental issues.

It is necessary to emphasize the concern about
the safety of navigation of ships sailing to more and
more northern latitudes because of the unforeseen
consequences caused by the ice melting. Any concerns
are covered by icebreakers, which are essential
prerequisite for the safety of navigation in Arctic seas.

It is commonly believed that Russia has turned its
interestinthe Arcticandinrelation to the rest of the coastal
states, dominates the sector of icebreakers facilities and
investments for exploration of energy reserves. Russia's
effort takes place under the difficulties of finances due
to restrictive measures enforced by western States as a
response to the invasion in Ukraine.

In relation to Russia, USA and Canada are in a
similar predicament, as they have not invested enough
in ships capable of navigating the Arctic ice, but neither
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have adequate maritime infrastructure for the Northwest
Passage (NWP) in order to constitute a sustainable sea
route, compared to the canals of Suez and Panama.

In Arctic, power redistribution takes place and
seems to change peace and security parameters. Sea
transportation for economic and military purposes,
the geopolitical dynamics of Eurasia, as well as the
exploration and distribution of energy sources, are about
to change due to new opportunities in Arctic Sea.

The issue of redistribution of power has caused
multiple cases of claims for sovereign rights between
coastal states of the Arctic, due to biased interpretation
of UNCLOS and older treaties.

The intensive interest in the Arctic, signals the
expansion of the geopolitical competition towards the
North. In this context, we are led to Eurasian mass’
extension to the North and the gradual incorporation of
the Arctic into the geopolitical becoming. The objective of
western States is to limit the ambitions and consequently
the aspiring role of Russia.

Russian involvement and American presence
create a “West” group with common interests, which
might articulate a solid attitude towards Moscow. The
final settlement, when it takes place, will also concern
the issue of natural resources allocation. In fact, it will
affect the regional and international power sharing, as
an aspect of the broader US-Russia competition.

Conclusion

Climate Change affects geopolitical factors in Arctic
region. These factors are enough to pose new shipping
routes that inductively compete the traditional ones,
as well as to initiate rivalry for energy sources control.
Efforts of Russia, supported by China, to dominate
throughout the Arctic region, have triggered western
Arctic Nations’ policy change, which led to an isolation of
Moscow, which was enhanced after invasion in Ukraine.
As it is thought by other Arctic states, if Russia continues
to act as an empire over the region, then the Alliance’s
Member States will be driven to elimination of any
adversary efforts and disputes and form a common and
solid policy over Arctic area that will lead to a peaceful
resolution.
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Presentation of the
Post-Graduate Programs
Offered by HNDC

As part of its ongoing effort to improve the
education provided to its students, the College has
sought since 2009 to collaborate with universities
in Greece and abroad to co-organize postgraduate
programs, pioneering among the military academic
institutions of the country. The collaboration with
universities offers College students opportunities for
further education.

Postgraduate courses are held at the College in
collaboration with Panteion University based in Athens,
lonian University based in Corfu, and the University of
Plymouth (United Kingdom).

The Postgraduate Programs offer valuable
opportunities for students to enhance their education,
deepen their expertise, and advance their careers in the
fields of defense, security, and International Relations.
The three offered programs are:

Master of Arts in Strategic Security Studies
(Panteion University, Athens): This program
completed its tenth year of operation this year and
entered its eleventh. The program emphasizes Strategic
Security Studies, giving students the opportunity to gain
a comprehensive understanding of security subjects
and policies. Since 2014, 239 students have graduated
from this program, with an additional 13 students
currently attending.

Master of Arts in Politics, Language, and
Intercultural Communication (lonian University,
Corfu): This program is the most recent of the
three collaborations the College has. The program
explores the intersection of politics, language, and
intercultural communication, providing students with
interdisciplinary knowledge and skills. Since 2020, 20
students have graduated from this program, with an
additional 5 students currently attending.
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Master of Arts in Applied Strategy &
International Security (University of Plymouth): This
program focuses on applied strategy and international
security, providing students with advanced knowledge
and skills to address contemporary security challenges.
It is the oldest of the three programs and started in
2010. Since then, as the program entered its fifteenth
year of operation, 284 students have graduated from
this program, with an additional 34 students currently
enrolled, and an additional 38 will start the new
academic year in early 2025.

(ISCASDD)

On Thursday 12 September 2024, the 9th
International Senior Course (ISCASDD), started at the
Hellenic National Defence College. The course aims to
prepare students on their duties as flag officers of their
countries, to cope with the rapidly changing situations of
the geostrategic environment, and to become defence
staff officers who stand out for their level of strategic
thinking and critical analysis. The course promotes
students’ understanding of the strategic leadership
setting, and the associated knowledge, skills, and
abilities necessary to lead security organizations at
the strategic level within national and international
environments.
