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Abstract

The past few years have witnessed a widespread rejection of
the liberal order that Western countries built up after 1945. The pil-
lars of the post-World War Il system - Bretton Woods, NATO, EU
- are shaken by internal controversies and external challenges. The
hard - military and economic - power fails to tame the forces of en-
tropy that have gained uncontrollable acceleration. The activation of
the center of gravity depends on the culture of strategic thinking, ie
the theoretical and empirical ability to read details and penetrate the
intangible and invisible of the world stage, such as: culture, histo-
ry, collective identity - family, race, ethics, honor, heroism, sacrifice.
Strategy is no longer equated with hard defence nor is it shaped by
knowledge - volume of information - but it belongs to thinking and

especially to critical thinking.
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The post-Cold War era
has seen a proliferation of the
term strategy and its deriva-
tives: grand strategy, applied
strategy, strategic studies, stra-
tegic policy, strategic interests,
strategic partnership, strategic
alliances, strategic communi-
cation, strategic actor, strategic
competitor, strategic corrup-
tion!, strategic objective, stra-
tegic vision, strategic culture,
even strategic trade as a brand
new post-graduate program.

And yet when it comes to
strategy’s principal component,
strategic thinking, there is near
complete silence. Indeed, what
is striking is that the increase
in the number of references to
strategy is inversely related to
the deficit in strategic thinking,
to the point where the latter
turns into a security deficit, both
national and international. This
is because the notion of strat-
egy, as developed in the West
after 1945, limits the analyst’s
vantage point to viewing the
tree, but not the whole forest.
In other words, the individual
tree, which relates to military
might, has become a substitute
for the forest, which pertains to
multi-dimensional security. This
leads to deceptive feelings of

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power, which in turn, result in global problems that are chronic and
hard to solve. The attempted resolution of such problems frequently
features the use of military means, aiming at unattainable outcomes,
which, sooner or later, results in disorderly retreat, defeat or quag-
mire. The hyper-polarised Middle East, extending from Afghanistan
to Somalia, Yemen and Libya provides plenty of examples, which
support the claims made above.

By contrast, adversaries of the West excel at utilising all levers
of national power to achieve their strategic objectives. This is part-
ly as a result of their ability to think strategically and set long-term
goals, unfettered by the demands of liberal democracy and short-
term electoral cycles. Furthermore, in more illiberal states decisions
about strategy and policy tend to be made by small groups (and even
individuals), facilitating greater strategic agility. Consequently, the
West runs the risk of being out-thought by its strategic competitors.

Entropy-Gravity

In the natural sciences, the term “entropy” is intended to con-
vey the disorderly pattern of molecules and, more generally, the ten-
dency of all material substances to dissolve into their constituent
particles. In the context of this paper, it is used to denote the in-
herent lack of order in the international system and the tendency of
political entities to disintegrate into their ethnic, religious, tribal and
other groupings.?In nature, this disorder of the parts is regulated by
the center of gravity. The entire universe is subject to the powers of
entropy and the law of gravity.

In society, centrifugal forces are held in check by the state (though
not always successfully) via the mechanisms of the 3 + 1 branches of
government (executive, legislature, judiciary and the impersonal bu-
reaucracy)® and controlled or ‘domesticated’ by a nation-based col-
lective identity, itself an indispensable element in a stable and orderly
society. The national factor has been decisive in the spectacular de-
velopment of certain countries in East Asia such as Japan, China and
South Korea. These are countries that possessed a highly developed
national consciousness and a firmly entrenched collective identity well

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before their encounter with western powers and the onset of their tech-
nological modernisation.*

The primacy of collective identity is intimately connected to
the law of social gravity, which holds in check the forces of entropy
and directs them in an orderly fashion for the purpose of society’s
modernisation. The priority of communitarian values as a means to
fast track modernisation can be seen in Asian countries with a global
economic orientation, like Japan. Although knowledge of the English
language enhances status and opens up professional opportunities,
citizens still insist on the primacy of the Japanese language, culture
and identity known as nihonjinron.®

The law of social gravity is steeped in Chinese tradition and
operates as the centre of gravity by exerting a powerful cultural at-
traction that assimilates the forces of entropy in that vast state. It is
indicative that the country continues to call itself the Middle Kingdom
(Zhongguo). There are, of course, other countries such as India and
Russia, whose long-established cultures differ in significant ways
from that of the West. These are two diversified countries that pos-
sess a powerful cultural gravitational pull which restrains the forces of
entropy and prevents them from getting out of control.

Western experience, which shaped the post-1945 international
system and world order, appears to be radically different from that of
Asian nations. The Western system conforms to its own law of grav-
ity, namely the law of Western capitalism as evolved into a neo-lib-
eral religion with its own distinctive characteristics: Privatisation, the
primacy of shareholders, market concentration, deregulation, private
charity as a substitute for the welfare state, emphasis on the unitary
individual rather than the citizen, a growing income gap between the
richest 1% of the population and workers on minimum pay, de-nation-
alisation and weak identity with attendant destruction of distinctive
cultural traits at the local level. As professor of international political
economy from Harvard University, Dani Rodrik, warned even before
the 2008 financial crisis, the latest phase of “extreme globalisation”
creates a political trilemma:

Democracy, national sov-
ereignty and global economic
integration are mutually incom-
patible. We can combine any
two of the three, but never have
all three simultaneously and in
full.®

Restricting citizens’ sov-
ereignty undermines democrat-
ic rule which, in turn, generates
feelings of anger in ordinary
people and prompts them to vi-
olent behaviour. This has been
the dominant tendency in the
context of neoliberal globalisa-
tion and multiculturalism, which
imparted a frenetic acceleration
to the forces of entropy.” These
forces appear to be particular-
ly resistant to the attraction of
social gravity inasmuch as the
standard means of restraint
and control, i.e., nation and
state, have, in effect, been re-
placed by financial markets
and the digital economy as
well as by the influence of spe-
cial interests. In this respect,
the findings of Transparency
International are revealing:

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there are 25,000 lobbyists in
Brussels spending over 1.5 bil-
lion euros each year; 75 per
cent of all lobby meetings by
European Commission officials
were with corporate lobbyists,
17 per cent with NGOs, 4 per
cent with think tanks and 2 per
cent with local authorities.®

In the national political
realm, the forces of entro-
py - politicians, bureaucrats,
intellectuals, employers and
employees-, are driven by
self-preservation and the forces
of gravity are extremely weak,
because the main component is
missing: self-awareness.®

In so far as the interna-
tional system is concerned,
these centrifugal forces have
developed a perpetual anarchic
dynamic of their own which is
hard to contain either through
the use of military might by
the most powerful countries or
through international organisa-
tions and supranational insti-
tutions such as the European
Union with its mighty bureau-
cracies and monetary integra-
tion. This is because they are
powerless to forge social cohe-
sion, as this capacity remains
an attribute of the nation state.

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Being inherently undemocratic, supra-national organisations and
unions recourse to heavy-handed, top-down practices and resort to
the mass output of laws, directives and regulations which result in a
setting of enhanced entropy.

Strategic Thinking

One of the traumatic consequences of the pandemic is the ac-
celeration of entropy due to comprehensive social distancing mea-
sures and the inevitable tendency toward growing division and nation-
al self-reliance, undermining the perceived inevitability of the forces
of globalisation and integration. The common understanding that in-
creasing globalisation appeared to make geographical and territorial
boundaries less significant, thereby perhaps making states less im-
portant, has been turned on its head by the pandemic as individu-
al states brought a halt to a fundamental aspect of globalisation, the
movement of people and goods. Strategic thinking remains, however,
the most effective way to tame the forces of social entropy. For lead-
ers and elites, this necessitates developing a holistic view, that is, a
view which encompasses the entire forest with all its details, even the
invisible ones, in order to activate the forces of social gravity.

There are ample historical examples, which can help in the for-
mulation of effective policies. The focus below is on leading states-
men who ascertained the timeless values of strategic thinking, be-
ginning with Thucydides, designated as the doyen of critical thought
by French Classist Jacqueline de Romilly. He was the first military
commander who was also a true intellectual and whose rare combi-
nation of military experience and sagacity enabled him to penetrate
into the depths of the human psyche. It was on account of such ex-
traordinary insight that he was able to properly assess the nobility of
the democratic ideals, as recorded in Pericles’ Funeral Oration (Thu-
cydides, B 34-47), as well as the lack of personal dignity that comes
with the loss of moral principles and justice, as given in the Melian
dialogue (Thucydides, E 84-116). In terms of our fundamental dis-
tinction between gravity and entropy, the Funeral Oration represents
the former, whereas the Melian dialogue stands for the latter.

Another military commander-cum-intellectual of the ancient
world was Alexander the Great. From an early age, he received the
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best education possible from Aristotle (arguably, the greatest philos-
opher of all time) and the finest military training through his participa-
tion in the military campaigns of his father, Phillip || of Macedon. His
strategic genius extended beyond military matters, as shown by his
use of Greek culture as the centre of gravity with which to check the
forces of entropy that were getting out of control under the previous
militaristic hegemony of Persia. It is for this reason that Alexander’s
barracks appeared as a university on the move, hosting a number
of distinguished philosophers, geographers, historians, medical ex-
perts, architects and urban planners who stood ready to transmit
knowledge, culture and splendid monuments.

The Macedonian example was imitated by the Eastern Roman
Empire (also known as Byzantium) whose civil society provided an
ample measure of social mobility inasmuch as individuals from the
lower socio-economic strata and of provincial origin could rise to the
highest echelons of society, in sharp contrast to the rigid, militaris-
tic societies of neighbouring peoples. The empire, which lasted for
over a millennium, featured a cosmopolitan society with its centre
of gravity at Constantinople, which has been termed the Byzantine
Commonwealth by the Russian historian Dimitri Obolensky. The term
indicates a cosmopolitan community whose members acknowledged
the supreme religious authority of the Patriarchate of Constantinople,
the primacy of the Byzantine emperor in matters of foreign policy, the
Byzantine legal tradition and the Byzantine influence in the arts.™

The military campaigns of Western powers, based on military
prowess, had effects that were diametrically opposite to those pro-
duced by Alexander as they set in motion the anarchic forces of en-
tropy. Indifference toward indigenous identities and cultural heritages
runs counter to the law of gravity and, therefore, such campaigns
were doomed to failure from the outset. The US provides a good
illustration of our point for, although a global superpower, it met with
defeat in nearly all the military confrontations in which it took part
after 1945, including Vietnam, Lebanon, Afghanistan, Iraq, Syria and
Libya, as well as in its confrontation with ISIS which continues its
deadly military operations. A distinguished insider, Robert M. Gates,
who has had a lengthy tenure in the NSC under four Presidents and
has also served as CIA chief and Secretary of Defense, provides

a convincing explanation, ar-
guing that Washington has
become overly dependent on
military tools while neglecting
other policy instruments. Fur-
thermore, the whole nation-
al-security apparatus (Defense
Department, CIA, NSC as well
as the State Department) has
failed to keep up with devel-
opments and stand in need of
radical organisational overhaul
and cultural shakeup. For the
most part, the current state of
affairs reflects the West’s in-
ability to distinguish between
the whole and its parts, in other
words, the forest from the tree,
and to focus on the centre of
gravity that would enable it to
restrain the forces of disinte-
gration.™

The similarities of to-
day’s Western countries with
fifteenth century Florence are
quite indicative. The similarities
can be deduced from the con-
temporary account of Niccolo
Machiavelli, whose diagnosis
of the city’s decline stresses
the preponderance of finan-
cial/commercial elements and
the zero-sum pursuit of profit
leading to the subsequent de-
struction of the social fabric,
reminiscent of today’s state
of affairs. Such self-serving

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behaviour benefitted a small
minority and undermined so-
cial cohesion resulting in loose
morals and political weakness.
The forces of entropy were no
longer constrained by the law of
gravity and the city’s decline in-
exorably followed. Machiavelli,
the seasoned analyst, stresses
a recurrent truth: people who
rule themselves will be most
willing to fight for themselves. In
this regard, the role of the mil-
itary commander-cum-intellec-
tual who combines excellence
in war-making with broader sci-
entific knowledge in, say, histo-
ry or geography, is critical.'?

Currently, the Western
world can see fifteenth century
Florence in its image. In fact,
Machiavelli’s insightful remarks
remain relevant in our own era.
The 2020 Munich Security Con-
ference devised the self-reveal-
ing theme “Westlessness” to
describe the creeping decay of
the Western project: today, the
West as we know it is contest-
ed both from within and from
without. In fact, the world is
becoming less Western. More
importantly, the West itself may

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become less Western, too'. The realization of the dangerous accel-
eration of entropy forces, led the founder and Executive President
of the World Economic Forum (Davos), Klaus Schwab, to anxiously
seek the new center of gravity through a completely new foundation
for our own economic and social system, for a “Great Reset” of capi-
talism, which is the theme of this year’s discussion at Davos to mark
the 50th anniversary of the Forum™.

Returning to the nineteenth century, the Prussian military com-
mander-cume-intellectual Carl von Clausewitz reintroduced the notion
of immaterial factors which affect the centre of gravity. The immateri-
al elements under consideration refer to the leader’s ability, breadth
of knowledge and perceptiveness in conjunction with the citizens’
spirit. The aforementioned assets are expressed in the concept of
culminating point which relates to the enlightened leader’s ability
to identify the limits to which he/she can push things, including the
point at which a victorious advance ought to be halted. This requires
cool-headed realism and is conveyed by the term Realpolitik.'®

Clausewitzian realism is not based on ideas of peace and
appeasement but rather on the cold calculation of national interest
which, in turn, is identified with the struggle for power as the essence
of international politics. The instrument through which national inter-
est is pursued is not the prevention of war but preparation for war
and even war itself. It follows that unless states are proficient in the
art of war they will succumb to the demands of the strong and ruth-
less, as Thucydides has taught a long time ago.

Since history has vindicated this view, Clausewitz has been
termed a realist and the associated set of policies has come to be
known as Realpolitik. It is the recognition of war as the outcome of
human behaviour that led to its being perceived as part and parcel
of national policy: consequently small, neutral countries like Swit-
zerland which have pursued war preparedness based on state-of-
the-art professional standards and a fierce military spirit amongst
the population, have not experienced a peacenik movement or an
attitude of passivity. Nevertheless, Clausewitz stressed that states
must not engage in war for war’s sake or, in case they do, they

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should take all relevant factors into account. It follows that it may not
be rational to choose a minister of defence with a military background
nor should military officers other than the Chiefs of Staff be allowed to
influence the government’s decisions."®

Liddell Hart amplified the notion of the broad-minded leader
whose talents go beyond ordinary strategy to what he calls High Strat-
egy. This notion follows from his observation that force can always
crush force but cannot crush ideas. The power of ideas and people’s
psyche are the irreducible elements of the situation and cannot be
defeated. War-related aggression has never produced definitive vic-
tory, either in the past (Napoleon, Hitler) or now (witness the numer-
ous US military engagements). What is needed is the ability to win at
the peace table, which requires moderation and the ability to identify
the relevant culminating point. To accomplish the indicated tasks,
one must be much more than a mere strategist: he/she must be at
once political leader and philosopher, a combination which must be
predicated on strategic acumen.

Liddell Hart's High Strategy constitutes the third and highest
level of the security pyramid, the other two being tactics and strategy.
The concept is not intended as a cure-all; furthermore, it cannot be
put into effect without support from the culture of strategic thinking,
which, in addition to policy makers, must be diffused throughout the
training system and the entire policy-making apparatus.’”

The development of strategic thinking requires in-depth case
studies as it is intended for explanatory, rather prescriptive, research
and theory testing. For the purposes of illustration, the following
anthropomorphic representation of the security pyramid is employed:

» Tactics correspond to limbs,
» Strategy corresponds to the body’s vital organs,

» Strategic thinking is
supposed to implement the or-
ganic synthesis of the above.
The attainment of the required
synthesis depends on critical
thought that, in turn, requires
multi-dimensional knowledge
and experience which are the
leader’s hallmark (military, po-
litical or religious leader as well
as intellectual

Recommendations

We live in a world which
is in a state of flux and in which
the number of countries with
inflated ‘egos’ has been on the
rise. As Lawrence D. Freedman
has noted “power balances are
shifting and disruptive behavior
is becoming the norm”."® West-
ern countries face common
problems which, if not dealt
with in a timely fashion, will get
more difficult to resolve. In par-
ticular, for the United Kingdom
and Greece (both maritime
countries located at opposite
ends of the European conti-
nent) the following concrete
measures are recommended:

through the establishment of
a High Command of Strate-
gic Thinking which will over-
see the relevant education-
al institutions, publications,
think tanks and human re-
source management in the
armed forces. A similar re-
structuring is recommended
for the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs.

Reorientation of the National
Security Council (established
in 2010 in the UK, only re-
cently introduced in Greece)
which, even prior to its estab-
lishment, had become obso-
lete given its misplaced focus
that undermined its ability to
control the forces of entropy. It
follows that the decision mak-
ing process stands in need of
a flexible and forward-looking
agency (perhaps to be called
the Council of Strategic Grav-
ity) that would employ the
brightest people with a rec-
ognised record of excellence
in a wide range of fields: for-
mer officials (civilian and mili-

tary), academics and other experts (including clerics) in areas related
to the most pressing issues at hand, who would be given the task of
evaluating the government’s approach, challenging the assumptions
of policymakers and group-thinking, and offering alternative courses
of action.

3 In order to be effective, the Council should avoid the following
common errors: (a) focusing exclusively on military issues, wheth-
er operational or tactical (b) engaging in routine decision making
by like-minded people whose jobs depend on political patronage.
It should take into consideration not only technical issues but all
factors which enter into the identity of regions and peoples: his-
tory, religion, demographics, education and every element in the
cultural sphere’.

It is high time to develop a culture of insightful strategic thinking
by allowing ‘the ideas to procreate’. Otherwise, in a fast-changing
world in which the global distribution of power is shifting eastward,
we are bound to remain passive spectators of unanticipated interna-
tional developments and to simply acknowledge our security deficit,
whilst being out-thought by our strategic competitors.

John Lewis Gaddis, an authority in the history of the Cold
War, has graciously pointed out in his famous book On Grand
Strategy that the Battle of Salamis united Athens and Piraeus
into an island. It also turned the city’s maritime life into a naval
strategy. Thereon, Athens was irrevocably connected with
the Aegean islands, the Near East and the Black Sea. Sea
command became the geopolitical center of gravity not only
for Athens, but also for Hellenism as a whole, since most city-
states joined the Delian League under the leadership of Athens

(478-431 B.C.). 2

Victory at Salamis changed political identities, too.? It proved that military supremacy was absolutely
compatible with democratic governance. More precisely, that democracy was better served by sea pre-
dominance.* The coupling of naval power with democratic governance changed radically the identity of
Athens and the Hellenes that allied with the city. It also revolutionized political and strategic thought ever
since.®

Until the Battle of Salamis, people did not really believe that democracy could win wars. Military
might was connected with land forces and thus considered an inherent merit of oligarchy or aristocracy.
Sparta, with its formidable professional warriors, was the obvious hegemon.®

Athens was second best in defense matters. Its magnetism owed more to freedom, creativity and an
open public life embracing art, sports, intellectual activity etc. The Athenian aristocrats welcomed that di-
vision of labor on the basis of class ethics.” The dependence of Athens on land forces allowed aristocratic
families to sustain the traditional social structures where only big landowners had the ability of maintaining
horses and soldiers for the case of war.? Long-term economic and military influence enabled them to se-
cure a prominent political status, exercising practically a monopoly in the major decision-making process.
Initially, the Persian attack confirmed the priority of land forces. The Battle of Marathon (490 B.C.), a huge
amphibious operation relying mostly on land fighting - even though the aggressor came from the sea- only
confirmed the importance of aristocrats.®

The Athenian aristocrats were well prepared for a land battle and justifiably took the credit, especial-
ly since they achieved it without the Spartans who failed to send troops in spite of prior pledges. 10,000
hoplites were mobilized in Athens plus the reinforcements of 1,000 men that came from Plataea.' Victory
at Marathon confirmed the primus inter pares status of Athenian aristocrats and helped them sustain the
city’s agricultural character."" Hence, they earned the respect of allies and foes alike. Miltiades and his son
Cimon, who became later instrumental in accepting Themistocles’ strategy in Salamis,'? symbolized the
continuity of Athens’s agricultural identity. The opening to the democratic experiment introduced by the
laws of Solon and Cleisthenes proceeded quite slowly.' But something was changing in the darkest hour.

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In a way, Marathon prepared the ground for the triumph at sea ten years later. It was widely realized that
the Persians would come again soon.™

In the meantime, Athenian aristocrats sought to postpone reforms that would bring forward the po-
litical radicalization favored by the Democrats (or Radicals). Prominent among them was, actually, The-
mistocles, the architect of the Battle of Salamis. Themistocles linked his political ideas with a preference
for naval armaments. After the lonian revolts of 497-493 BC and three years before the Battle of Marathon
he had initiated an ambitious naval program in order to equip Athens with new faster ships of the trireme
type adjusted to the special skills and conditions of the Athenian population as well as to the climate and
topography of the seas around the city.'® Part of that war preparation was his idea to move the main harbor
of Athens from Phaliron to Piraeus which offered better defense as it was practically “hidden” in the Bay of
Saronikos between the mainland of Attica and the island of Salamis with its tricky landmass. As Plutarch
noted, Themistocles “fastened the city to Piraeus and the land to the sea”.'® In Themistocles’s eyes, the
future of Hellenic warfare was naval; the future of the Hellenic identity was maritime; and to achieve that
all, the future of Athens had to be democratic.

The Battle of Salamis was a paradigm shift.'” As Barry Strauss has noted, “it was a people’s war”.'8
Each and every man counted for victory. Class, economic status or land ownership were less decisive
qualities than bravery, namely character. As Themistocles replied to a provocative Corinthian delegate,
“the city’s power lay not within her walls, but in her 200 fully manned ships”. '® That was a decisive turning
point in the perception of patriotism. The fatherland was no longer identified with a specific tangible area
but rather with the idea of it. The renovation of this powerful ideological engine behind every war equipped
the Athenians with unprecedented courage and bravery. Thucydides epitomized it in Pericles’s Funeral
Oration with the famous aphorism “the whole earth is the sepulchre of famous men” («avdpwv eTTIPavwyv
mdoa yn Tdpog»).2

The victory at Salamis precipitated the democratization of Athens according to its increasing naval
needs. The city built a mighty Pan-Hellenic alliance and re-invented itself. Military reorganization put an
emphasis on the building of a new fleet that could defend the city as well as the Aegean islands and the
Greek cities in coasts of Asia Minor and the Black sea. Athens stood at the center controlling the sea
routes through naval bases granted by its allies. The defense of the city was underlined by the expansion
of the harbor of Piraeus and the building of the Long Walls connecting Athens with its ports at Phaliron
and Piraeus (460-444 B.C.).?" Security enabled the polis of Athens to flourish. Artistic and intellectual life
bloomed for at least three decades producing masterpieces with a vital influence on Western civilization

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ever since. The Acropolis commemorated the great victories through eternal stone monuments that were
oriented towards Salamis, the cradle of victory (e.g. Propylaea).?? Funeral orations and epitaphs, theatre
plays and festivals shaped “memorial communities” around collective memories.? Everything in the public
sphere provided citizens and allies with an image of the common past and a design for the common fu-
ture.?* It can be properly maintained that the miracle of classical Athens was firmly rooted in the Battle of
Salamis.

The Peloponnesian War destroyed the miracle. It cannot be separated from the political and military
prevalence of Athens in the Hellenic world as a result of the naval victory in the straits of Salamis. Both the
naval identity and the political-cultural spirit that grew out of it were perceived as vital threats to the Spartan
power and way of life. The Spartans were not alone to realize that. The same was also true for their allies,
especially the maritime competitor of Athens, Corinth which was instrumental in the initiation and fateful
outcome of the Peloponnesian war. It was not easy to beat Athens, though, except by depriving it from
its naval resources. As recent research has shown, the Spartans managed to prevail in the final years of
Peloponnesian War, only when they cut the Athenians off the seas from which they derived their power -
goods, ships and allies (Eastern Aegean, Hellespont).?®

The unprecedented combination of naval power and democracy shared the fate of the Athenian
world. After its collapse in 404 B.C. democracy disappeared for many centuries as a paradigm of political
governance.? But the principle of naval supremacy didn’t. On the contrary, it was embedded in the grand
strategies of great empires that followed (e.g. Alexander the Great’s, Roman, Byzantine).?” Naval battles
became again the major turning points for the balance of powers. Prominent researchers have stressed for
example the pivotal role of the naval battle of Actium (31 B.C.) in the establishment of the Roman Empire’s
epicenter in the Western rather than the Eastern Mediterranean (Alexandria).?®

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The Byzantine Empire developed a tremendous naval power. The same seas that actually continued
to be inhabited by the Greeks in the Aegean, the Hellespont and the Black Sea served as a trap for invad-
ers, just like the case had been in the heyday of the Delian League. The Republics of Genoa and Venice
owed their political power, and republican governance, to sea command in the Western and Eastern Med-
iterranean, respectively (13th to 18" century). %

The combination of naval power and democracy was rediscovered as an ideal in the 18th century
under the dual impact of European Imperialism and Enlightenment.®® Imperialism included European ex-
pansionism, hut also the reactions against it. Above all the American and the French Revolutions trans-
lated the classical Athenian paradigm into the idea of a sovereign modern democracy.*' The American
Revolution coupled the Declaration of Independence and the American constitution with the re-adjustment
of classical principles of rationalism, justice and equality to modernity. The American nation was defined
by naval power and democracy.* On the other side of the Atlantic, the French Revolution generated an
irresistible combination of liberalism and nationalism. The Napoleonic Wars spread it across Europe. Na-
poleon lost the war in the end, but the triptych “liberté, fraternité, egalité”, mirroring classical Athens into
modernity, was out of the bottle; it triggered an irreversible erosion of European kingdoms and empires
in favor of young nation-states that aspired to become full-fledged democracies in the 19" and the 20"
centuries.

The new cause was not lost to the Greeks. It was eloquently expressed in their National Awakening
under the impact of the Enlightenment. It went hand in hand with the re-discovery of the self in the para-
digm of European modernity that was re-drawing maps and ideas. The borders of the Greek state were
drawn with the continuous support of a Greek merchant fleet that had grown thanks to the dual influence
of Russian sub-contracting and naval blockades of the Napoleonic era (late 18" - early 19" ce.).® Greek
shipping flourished from the Black Sea to the Near East and from the lonian islands to Cyprus, carrying
goods, funds and revolutionary ideas. It also carried a grand strategy: to establish a Greek nation state in
the lands and seas that Greeks had occupied for centuries.

The Greek state did not reach the borders of the classical Athenian world. The War of Independence
survived only by lowering its geopolitical and democratic aspirations. It started in the Peloponnese, not in
Athens. But it was vital to control Athens and the islands attached as “coast guard islands”. What Salamis
had been to Athens, became now the offshore islands to the Peloponnesian castles (Hydra, Spetses, Po-
ros, Aigina): traps for the enemy and channels for supplying the Greeks. The Eastern Aegean islands -like
Chios and Psarra - undertook centuries-old tasks: they prevented the Ottomans from having access to

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the mainland and paid dearly for that. ** But even in the smaller area of the modern state, the sea became
again the center of gravity. The Greeks gave all their big merchant fleet for independence.?

After independence, the Great Idea (Megali idea), namely the effort to unite nation and state, dom-
inated foreign and defense policy for over a century and shaped the geopolitical identity of Greece, a
predominantly naval identity. The Great Powers encouraged the formation of a Greek naval nation-state,
but not of a “Greater Greece”. That was the strategy of the Greeks themselves. The process of national
integration lasted over a century emphasizing the Aegean and the Eastern Mediterranean. In the great
wars of the 20" century, priority was given to the inclusion of Crete, the Aegean islands, the Dodecanese,
until 1922 also the Asia Minor coast. The Greeks went through a civil war-like “national schism” (Ethnikos
Dichasmos) to determine those borders.*® The centrality of Macedonia was nothing separate. It under-
scored the need to protect the Aegean vertically and horizontally. The Cyprus question only confirmed the
historical connection of Greekness with the Eastern Mediterranean.*’

Accordingly, it was not land power Russia -which had offered protection to the Greeks from the late
18" to the late 19" century- but sea power England the major foreign influence in the Greek state, openly
from the 1860s until the 1940s when the alliance with the US under the “Pax Americana” replaced the
cooperation with Britain. Modern Greece became a showcase for “Western civilization”. The Acropolis was
recognized as a universal symbol of freedom and democracy, the core ideal in the concept of the modern
“West”. By defining Athens as its capital city, Greece built upon the ritualised memory of the classical city.3®
Classical Athens became also the central myth of modern European identity, based on the concepts of
freedom, individualism, equality and democracy.*® The Battle of Salamis helped shape an Athenian iden-
tity across Hellenism in the 5" century B.C. The myth of the Battle contributed to the formation of a nation
state’s patriotic identity almost 2,500 years later.*°

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It remains an open research question whether sea power leads to liberal democracy and vice ver-
sa.*! In the case of modern Greece, they were not synchronized. Democratization followed a rocky path
until the 1970s. The long duration of the Great Idea actually de-railed political liberalization. National inte-
gration dilemmas undermined parliamentarism, encouraged dictatorships and even produced a civil war
(1946-1949).42

There is a never-ending debate about the cultural affinity between modern and ancient Greeks. But
the geopolitical affinity with classical Athens is definitely an integral part of modern Greek identity. It was
revived in the Greek War of Independence, in which Greeks used the “trap” of the Aegean to make room
for the revolution and later he expansion of the small Greek state that emerged independent in 1830.4
The strategic conception of the Greek nation-state was derived from the legacy of classical Athens that in
retrospect came to be celebrated as a vital Western outpost against theocracy, inequality and authoritar-
ianism. From this standpoint, the anniversary of the Battle of Salamis meets the bicentennial anniversary
of the Greek Revolution, in both geopolitical and ideological terms.

The Battle of Salamis showed what people could achieve in a democracy under visionary leadership.
In the case of Themistocles, Athens showed what charismatic leaders could achieve in a democracy that
inherently promotes talent and thinking “outside the box”. Themistocles discerned what most of his con-
temporaries could not see: the sea offered incomparably more opportunities for transport, communication,
wealth and war than the land. Democracy, on the other hand, could mobilize all the people to defend the
idea of fatherland, now less tangible, but no less sacred property of the demos. In the Battle of Salamis all
inhabitants of Athens joined forces to evacuate the city and support the Athenian ships.* It was a historic
eye-opening change that left an everlasting legacy for identity dilemmas that urge solutions ahead of time.
