Xenophon’s enduring decision-
making lessons for Leaders

Decision-making is a fundamental process
in human behavior, organizational management, and
societal governance, influencing outcomes in contexts
ranging from personal choices to global policy.
Theories of decision-making provide frameworks to
comprehend how individuals, groups, and institutions
make choices under varying conditions of certainty,
uncertainty, and complexity. An understanding of
the processes and outcomes of decision-making
mechanisms, assists military, financial and political
leaders to a fast and in-depth analysis of the situations
they are facing, assessment of the risks and the
choice of “proper” courses of action, often under high-
stakes and uncertain conditions.

Disciplines, like psychology, political science,
economics, and strategic studies have played an
important role in the rapid development of decision-
making theories during the postwar period, as the
former offered structured approaches to all those
desired to navigate the complexities of conflict in the
military, political and financial arenas. Rational choice
and game theory (von Neumann, & Morgenstern,
1944 and Schelling, 1960) offer rigor, prospect theory
(Kahneman & Tversky, 1979 and Taliaferro, 2004)
and bounded rationality (Simon, 1957 and Yetiv,
2004) add realism, while organizational, and group-
thinking (Janis, 1982 and Surowiecki, 2004) reveal
political and social dynamics. By understanding
their strengths and limitations, military, political
and economic leaders can make “sound choices”,
balancing logic, intuition, and context in a highly
volatile era of hybrid warfare, cyber threats and
political-economic instability.

The study of ancient Greek writers, particularly
Xenophon (c. 430-354 BCE), equips modern
decision-makers with enduring lessons to navigate
uncertainty in high-stakes arenas like military conflicts,

political instability, or corporate crises. Xenophon,
a historian, soldier, and philosopher immersed in
volatile military and political contexts, offers practical
wisdom through his works, such as Anabasis and
Agesilaus. His accounts reveal how to balance
adaptability, realism, and ethical considerations,
fostering well-informed decisions. By analyzing
success and failures in decision-making, embracing
diverse perspectives, and refining strategies through
reflection, Xenophon’s insights promote resilience
and foresight. These timeless principles empower
leaders to make prudent, principled choices in
dynamic, threatening environments, enhancing their
ability to lead effectively.

Xenophon’s Anabasis

Xenophon’s Anabasis, written in the early 4th
century BCE, is an account of the Ten Thousand,
a Greek mercenary army stranded in the heart of
the Persian Empire after the failure of Cyrus the
Younger’s rebellion against his brother Artaxerxes Il
in 401 BCE. The text chronicles their perilous 1,500-
mile retreat from Mesopotamia to the Black Sea,
offering a profound study of decision-making under
extreme adversity. Xenophon, as both a participant
and eventual leader, highlights the interplay of
collective deliberation, individual initiative, and
pragmatic adaptation in military, logistical, and
political challenges.

The Context: After the battle at Cunaxa, the
position of the Greeks became untenable. Cyrus’s
death (Anabasis 1.8) and the subsequent murder of
their generals—Clearchus, Proxenus, and others—
by Tissaphernes (Anabasis 2.5) left them extremely
vulnerable in an unfriendly terrain. The initial decision
to negotiate with Artaxerxes proved disastrous,
prompting a critical choice: surrender, seek Persian
escort, or march independently to safety. As
surrender risked enslavement, and Persian escorts
were considered untrustworthy, Xenophon proposed
that marching north to the Black Sea, where Greek
colonies could offer a refuge, was their only choice.

Decision-Making Process: The final decision
emerged through a democratic assembly. (Anabasis
3.2) The assembly elected new leaders, including
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Xenophon, Cheirisophus (a Spartan), and Timasion,
reflecting a meritocratic shift from the original
command structure. The latter took immediate
tactical decisions. They adopted a square formation
to protect against Persian cavalry (Anabasis 3.4),
burned every excess baggage to enhance mobility
(Anabasis 4.1), appointed rearguard commanders
to counter ambushes (Anabasis 3.3) and showed
a will to negotiate with local leaders, such as the
Carduchians and Taochians, to minimize conflict and
secure supplies (Anabasis 4.1-2, 4.7). Decisions
were frequently guided by intelligence collected from
captured prisoners (Anabasis 4.5), enabling them to
make well-informed and strategic choices. However,
when talks failed, as with the Taochians, the leaders
authorized targeted assaults to seize supplies
(Anabasis 4.7), demonstrating realistic flexibility.

Outcome: In Anabasis, a decentralized
leadership model rooted in democratic decision-
making underpinned the triumphant northward march
of the Ten Thousand, culminating in their successful
arrival at Trapezus on the Black Sea by early 400
BCE (Anabasis 4.8). This bold, probably audacious
strategy, balancing high risk with the promise of
freedom, proved pivotal. The mercenaries’ survival
amid hunger, frigid conditions, battles with tribes with
a martial tradition and internal discord, depended on
maintaining unit cohesion. Consequently, enforcing
rigorous discipline while bolstering morale through
persuasive leadership and rhetoric emerged as
essential imperatives (Anabasis 3.1, 5.8). Xenophon’s
skill in forging consensus and adapting tactics to
evolving threats was instrumental, yet the journey’s
toll—marked by significant losses from ambushes
and exposure—highlighted the steep price of such
decisions. This decentralized model of inclusive
decision-making processes offers enduring lessons
to modern leaders involved in military, political and/or
financial crises, by emphasizing the delicate interplay
of discipline, morale, flexibility and group involvement
in high-staking environments.

Xenophon’s Agesilaus

Xenophon’s Agesilaus, written in the early 4th
century BCE, is a biographical encomium of Agesilaus
II, Spartan king from 398 to 360 BCE, celebrated for

his military leadership during a period of Spartan
decline. Unlike his Anabasis and the collective
decision-making processes, Agesilaus focuses on a
single leader’'s choices within Sparta’s hierarchical
system. The text portrays Agesilaus as a model
of Spartan virtues—piety, discipline, justice, and
courage—while subtly acknowledging his limitations.

The Context: Agesilaus llascended tothe Spartan
throne in 398 BCE, succeeding his half-brother Agis
I, at a critical juncture following the Peloponnesian
War (431-404 BCE). While Sparta’s victory cemented
its hegemony over the Greek world, this dominance
was fragile. Internally, a dwindling citizen population,
economic pressures, and dependence on oppressed
helots weakened the state’s foundation. Externally,
Persia sought to reclaim influence over Greek cities in
Asia Minor, while Athens and Thebes, eager to erode
Spartan supremacy, forged alliances to challenge
its authority. Agesilaus’s reign, spanning the Asian
campaigns (396—394 BCE), the Corinthian War (395—
387 BCE), and the King’'s Peace (387 BCE), required
deft decision-making to maintain Spartan power.

Decision-Making Process: In 396 BCE, Agesilaus
Il decided to lead a campaign against Persian satraps
in Asia Minor to liberate Greek cities and weaken
Persian influence (Agesilaus 1.6-8). He focused on
land campaigns, quite realistic due to Persian naval
superiority, and adopted a mobile strategy, avoiding
sieges and prioritizing rapid strikes. (Agesilaus 1.28—
33). He cultivated alliances with lonian Greeks and
maintained strict discipline to prevent plundering.
(Agesilaus 1.20). Furthermore, to suppress the anti-
Spartan coalition of Thebes, Athens, Corinth, and
Argos, Agesilaus evaluated their strength and decided
for a direct confrontation at Coronea (394 BCE) to
exploit Spartan phalanx superiority (Agesilaus 2.9). He
employed a bold flanking maneuver, engaging Theban
forces head-on while outmaneuvering their allies
(Agesilaus 2.9—12) and maintained discipline, refusing
to pursue fleeing enemies to avoid overextension.
(Agesilaus 2.12). After Coronea, he shifted to defensive
strategies, fortifying Spartan allies and conducting
raids to weaken the coalition (Agesilaus 2.17). Finally,
Agesilaus supported the King's Peace and tried to
enforce it aggressively on the coalition by acts such as
seizing Thebes’'s Cadmea in 382 BCE (Agesilaus 2.23).

Outcomes: The decision-making processes
that Agesilaus Il followed offer valuable lessons in
balancing tradition and adaptation. His successes
at Asia Minor and Coronea demonstrate tactical
brilliance, while his support for the King's Peace
shows strategic compromise. However, his failure to
reform Sparta’s manpower system due to Spartan
institutional limits, as his decisions required the
approval of the ephors, underscores the risks of
conservative institutions and cultures to address
effectively and in a long term the growing challenge
of sustaining power in a fractious world.

In  summary, decision-making processes
in Xenophon’s Anabasis and Agesilaus reflect
contrasting yet complementary approaches to
leadership. In  Anabasis, Xenophon’s realistic,
decentralized, democratic leadership enabled
the Ten Thousand’s survival through collective
deliberation and tactical flexibility. In Agesilaus,
monarchical authority, rooted in Spartan virtues,
achieved only short-term successes as it struggled
against systemic decline. In both cases, a different
model of leadership navigated complex challenges,
hostile enemies, resource scarcity, and internal
dissent, demonstrating the need for the interplay of
strategy, ethics, and context in effective decision-
making. Xenophon’s accounts, blending historical
narrative with philosophical reflection, offer timeless
insights into leadership under pressure, shaping both
ancient and contemporary perspectives on military
and political decision-making.
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Scenarios of Russian
influence until 2030
Russia's hybrid influence on
the EU/NATO eastern flank
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Russia is increasingly using teleological hybrid
warfare to achieve strategic and geopolitical goals.
Each hybrid measure serves one of two underlying
purposes: paralysing the adversary to gain a physical
advantage, or completely taking over reality to win
psychologically and cognitively. The study proposes
a new classification of hybrid warfare in order to
analytically clarify the concept of hybrid warfare. It
also outlines fictional and partly dystopian scenarios
of future Russian influence to destabilise Europe's
eastern flank in order to demonstrate the different
effects and objectives of hybrid warfare.

Fifth  generation — teleological hybrid
warfareTeleological hybrid warfare (THW) belongs to
the fifth generation of warfare and serves as a link and
precursor to the transition to the sixth generation (see
Fig. 1).2 The concept combines two ideas: teleology

(the explanation of phenomena by their purposes or
goals) and hybrid warfare (the use of primarily non-
kinetic means). THW therefore refers to a form of
warfare in which hybrid means are used that serve
clear, overarching strategic purposes. In principle,
two objectives are pursued:

As part of the fifth generation of warfare, the
first telos (kinetic and non-kinetic physical THW) is
to protect one’s own sphere of influence using hybrid
means and to weaken opponents through influence.
Permanent, non-kinetic (and partly kinetic)
interference is intended to physically weaken an
opponent. At the same time, their societal decision-
making processes, economic and communication
processes and social cohesion are to be paralysed
in the long term. By maximising the attribution
problem and establishing parallel narratives, the
possibility of plausible deniability of the authorship
of hybrid means deployed is also maintained. This
is primarily achieved by weakening and disrupting
society through disinformation, by exploiting the
processes of deliberative and democratic decision-
making and transforming them into vulnerabilities,
through targeted strategic corruption and through
surgical physical and cyberattacks against critical
infrastructures. The aim is therefore to disrupt
or constantly “reset” the OODA loop (observe,
orient, decide, act) of an adversary. The repertoire
of possible means of hybrid influence is almost
limitless as long as physical weakening or paralysis
can be achieved. Current examples include the
severing of undersea cables by merchant ships or
social engineering attacks on curators of software
standards in order to establish backdoors. Hybrid
warfare is flexible and adaptable, so that it can
evolve depending on the actions and reactions
of the targeted state. Thus, THW, which serves a
physical telos, focuses primarily on preparing for a
possible conventional conflict and improving one’s
own starting position. Hybrid influence is therefore
aimed in particular at achieving added physical
value through the use of kinetic and non-kinetic
means.

As a nexus from the fifth to the sixth generation of
warfare, the second telos (non-kinetic psychological-
cognitive THW) focuses on taking over the reality of

the enemy. In contrast to physical weakening through
paralysis, psychological-cognitive THW — using partly
identical means — pursues the goal of preventing a
conventional escalation in the first place.

The aim is therefore not to disrupt the OODA
loop, but to take it over completely through cognitive
warfare. If cognitive interference influences the
population and decision-makers of a targeted state
so successfully and sustainably that political, national
and economic interests and social preferences are
aligned in favour of the state using hybrid means, itcan
be assumed that psychological-cognitive THW has
been successful. In the targeted state, political elites
and social decision-making processes are dominated
by the information sources and narratives of external
actors to such an extent that democratic decision-
making is undermined. Current examples of this
include election interference through disinformation
in Moldova and Georgia. Even rational decisions
serve the external actor, as they are made based
on predetermined information and interpretations.
The targeted state degenerates into a puppet. In the
case of THW, which serves a psychological telos,
the psychological-cognitive added value of asserting
one’s own interests by adopting the reality of an
opponent therefore predominates.

Sixth generation
Trapped in Plato’s cave.

THW’s transition from the fifth to the sixth
generation of warfare can be aptly compared to
Plato’s allegory of the cave: the cave dwellers see
only the shadows of objects projected onto the wall
behind them by a fire and believe these shadows
to represent the only reality. It is only when one of
them is freed and recognises the world outside the
cave that he understands the true, more complex
reality. But his attempt to warn those left behind
fails due to their inability to question their familiar
perceptions.

Applied to THW, this means that the hybrid
actor deliberately controls the “shadows”, i.e.
manipulated information and narratives, in order
to dominate the perception of the target society
(see Fig. 2). Digitally networked societies in which
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people obtain information primarily from social
media are particularly at risk. Existing loss of trust
in the political system and resentment towards the
respective government can then be channelled and
instrumentalised in a targeted manner. Algorithms
that prioritise content based on existing beliefs
create filter bubbles that make critical questioning
more difficult and encourage manipulation. This form
of influence can not only lead to political polarisation
and election interference, but also systematically
undermine trust in democratic institutions and the
media. Another aim of psychological-cognitive THW
is to weaken the education system by questioning
basic truths and politicising teaching content. By
influencing teachers and manipulatively integrating
narratives into lessons, a cross-generational
distortion of reality is created.

To counter this threat, media literacy, critical
thinking and transparency are essential. Both political
actors and platform operators have a responsibility
to combat manipulation and protect the integrity of
democratic processes. Only when citizens learn to
look beyond the projected “shadows” and critically
scrutinise information can the cycle be broken and
control over their own reality be regained.

Russian influence
from Finland to Cyprus

For decades, Eastern Europe has been
characterised by transformation processes and
geopolitical dynamics that are significantly influenced
by Russia’s actions. Following the collapse of the
Soviet Union, Moscow has repeatedly attempted
to regain its influence in the region — partly through
diplomatic initiatives, partly through economic
dependencies or even direct military interventions.
Russia’s interference manifests itself in various
forms, ranging from disinformation campaigns to
support for separatist movements or populist parties.
In the region, national sovereignty, Western ties,
Europeanisation and Russian interests often compete
in a delicate balance. From Russia’s perspective,
for example, the aim is to weaken the key strategic
region along its borders as a buffer zone to such an
extent that, in the event of a conventional conflict with
the EU or NATO, the technological and numerical
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inferiority can be compensated for by a previous
disintegration of Eastern European societies. Ideally,
however, the Kremlin hopes for success through
psychological-cognitive THW, including the takeover
of the political realities of the target countries, so that
a physical conflict does not even have to occur. In the
following, fictitious but possible and plausible scenarios
up to 2030 are examined from the perspective of
THW, which illustrate the possible future extent and
mechanisms of Russian influence in Eastern Europe
and their consequences for regional and European
stability.

Scenario 1
Strategic corruption and useful idiots

Through targeted strategic corruption, Russia
creates a system in which local and national
politicians, entrepreneurs and prominentinfluencers
gradually become so-called ‘useful idiots’. Over the
years, political decision-makers and influencers are
influenced with financial incentives, consultancy
contracts and covertdonations until they consciously
or unconsciously represent Moscow’s interests.
Honey traps, i. e. recruitment through the approach
of sexual partners, invitations to fake conferences
and social engineering activities gradually draw
the target persons into the Russian orbit. The
corruption measures are so subtle that they often
appear as normal cooperation, entrepreneurial
activity or political lobbying and their true intention
sometimes remains concealed for years. This type
of social engineering often results in the target
person not realising or falling victim to gradual
indoctrination over a period of years. The long-
term consequence of these hybrid measures is
a creeping change in public opinion in Europe.
Influencers and politicians who originally started
out as ‘useful idiots’ are gaining influence through
populist rhetoric and emotionally charged anti-West
and anti-US narratives. They are supported by an
army of online trolls and bots who ensure that their
content is prominently shared and discussed on
social media. Through their omnipresence on social
media, some of these influencers are elected as
representatives in local and national parliaments,
while some rise to become EU parliamentarians.
Useful idiots have then become weaponised idiots.

As EU politicians, weaponised idiots then demand,
for example, the lifting of sanctions against Russia
and a normalisation of diplomatic relations, despite
ongoing violations of international law. Individual
states that extensively violate human rights, for
example, are praised in EU speeches by these
Members of the European Parliament (EMPs).
Anti-EU narratives are also spread within the EU
institutions to discredit the EU and its institutions
as a bureaucratic juggernaut or to accuse them of
wasting taxpayers’ money. Via TikTok and other
media, this distortion of processes and content is
presented as serious and sometimes humorous
criticism in order to reach a broad public of voters.
By ftrivialising the political process, a gradual
takeover of the political discourse in individual
countries is pursued. The links to Russian networks
remain opaque, as third countries such as Qatar
are often used as cover channels for financial
influence. Scandals about corrupt EMPs break
out, but the links to Russian influence operations
remain in the shadows.

Ultimately, Russia’s aim with this scenario
is to convince a broad mass of EU citizens of
the dysfunctionality of the EU, its institutions and
European democracies. It also aims to show that
alternative authoritarian models are superior. The
Russian influence and takeover of political decision-
makers is aimed at undermining European unity,
defence capability and further integration capacity and
thus undermining the stability of the entire European
and transatlantic security architecture.

Scenario 2
Maskirovka in the Balkans

Russia skilfully exploits historical resentment in
the Balkans to deliberately reignite frozen conflicts
and create new areas of political instability in Europe.
Firstly, conflicts between ethnic groups in Bosnia
are fuelled by spreading nationalist propaganda and
supporting separatist movements in the Republika
Srpska. By promoting anti-European narratives
and exploiting historical resentment, the Republika
Srpska is increasingly alienated from the EU. At the
same time, Russia undermines the reconciliation
processes between Bosnians, Croats and Serbs by

strengthening nationalist efforts to annex Republika
Srpska to Serbia, thus further jeopardising stability.

Propaganda and targeted disinformation
campaigns also fuel resentment among the
Serbian population against Kosovo’'s perceived
unjust independence, the alleged oppression of
the Serbian minority in northern Kosovo and the
partisanship of the EU and several Western states
in favour of Kosovo from the Serbian perspective.
Minor border conflicts and diplomatic incidents
occur time and again. In a false flag operation,
Serbian-Bosnian separatists disguised as KFOR
units and Kosovar police officers attack Serbian
villages in Kosovo. The aim of this action is to
further escalate tensions and provoke international
criticism of Kosovo, the EU and the UN mission
in the region. At the same time, Moscow ignites
the simmering conflict between Montenegro and
Serbia by instrumentalising a clerical dispute
and embedding it more strongly in a conflict of
national identity. The dispute between the Serbian
Orthodox Church and the Montenegrin Orthodox
Church over ownership claims and questions of
authority is deliberately declared to be an artificial
Western segregation attempt, the aim of which is
to weaken Serbia and Orthodoxy in the region. The
aim is to deepen social divisions in Montenegro
in order to undermine the country’s trust in NATO
and thus alienate it from the alliance. All conflicts
are deliberately kept at a low intensity to avoid
escalation into open war, which could provoke a
stronger international response. Russia calls for
international investigations and strengthens its
relations with Serbia. Serbia orients itself more
towards Russia and China and gradually turns
away from EU accession negotiations.

The European Union is divided by the crises.
Some member states, traditionally close allies of
Serbia, sympathise with the Serbian position and
prevent the EU from taking a clear stance. This
dissent considerably weakens the EU’s ability to act
and leads to a paralysing standstill in foreign policy.
At the same time, Russia uses this disagreement to
further exploit tensions between the EU and NATO.
The discrepancies in the interests of the various NATO
states along the eastern flank are exacerbated, while
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Moscow expands its political and military influence in
the border regions.

Moscow’s strategic objective is clear: through a
combination of hybrid warfare, targeted disinformation
and diplomatic influence, it aims to weaken the
cohesion of the West, prevent the integration of the
Western Balkans into the EU and NATO and expand
its influence in the Balkans. The unstable situation in
Montenegro, the unresolved conflict in Bosnia and
Kosovo and the division within the EU over Serbia’s
integration also provide Russia with ideal conditions
to distract attention from Ukraine and its activities in
other regions.

Scenario 3
Elections in the matrix

Through targeted disinformation campaigns,
manipulation of social media and infiltrated TV
channels, society in an Eastern European EU and
NATO state lives in an artificially constructed reality
that serves Moscow’s interests. Political elites, civil
society and independent journalists operate in an
information space based on false narratives, distorted
facts and emotionally charged enemy images.
Alternative sources of information have largely
disappeared or are defamed as foreign-controlled
propaganda. Critical journalists are murdered, while
oligarchs and pro-Russian politicians gradually
build a kleptocratic system. The majority of national
companies are either under the direct control of pro-
Russian forces or have been brought into line through
targeted takeovers and economic pressure. Public
perception is characterised by a constant flood of
manipulated content that deliberately sows distrust of
the EU, NATO and Western values. Economic crises
are seen as the result of misguided EU policies.
The country’s youth are particularly affected. They
are systematically exposed to a Russian-influenced
parallel reality via social media. Videos, memes
and manipulated news suggest a world in which the
EU is dysfunctional and the USA is in decline, but
Russia appears to be a moral force of order. The one-
sided flood of information prevents critical reflection
and creates a closed world view that distrusts any
alternative perspective. The education system is
also infiltrated. Curricula have been subtly altered to
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reinforce pro-Russian narratives and distort historical
facts. Private universities outrank state universities
and are financed by oligarchs or directly from Russia.
At the same time, pupils and young voters are
manipulated via social media in order to bind them
to this distorted reality in the long term. Control over
the education system secures Moscow’s influence for
future generations.

This has a profound impact on political
processes. Elections are influenced by disinformation
campaigns in which pro-Western candidates are
portrayed as corrupt traitors, while pro-Russian actors
are portrayed as protectors of traditional values. The
judiciary is no longer independent in this manipulated
environment. There are no critical judgements
against pro-Russian actors, while opposition voices
are silenced through fabricated charges and show
trials. The secret service is riddled with pro-Russian
loyalists and uses its resources to monitor and
intimidate dissidents. Independent election observers
hardly have any access as the government strictly
controls the flow of information and declares critical
reporting as foreign interference.

In this climate of complete manipulation, it
seems impossible for the population to distinguish
between reality and fiction. Political debates have
lost their deliberative character. Democratic decision-
making processes appear intact to the outside
world, but are completely dominated by Russian
disinformation. Citizens vote, but their decisions
are based on manipulated facts and psychological
triggers that fuel mistrust of EU institutions and liberal
values. Even rational actions by decision-makers
are based on Russian-driven misinformation. The
matrix in which society is trapped no longer allows for
alternative realities. While the outward appearance
of democracy is maintained, political pluralism has
effectively been extinguished. Moscow has managed
to draw the target state completely into its sphere
of influence through information control, strategic
corruption and systematic infiltration.

This scenario represents a psychological-
cognitive victory for Russia in the sense of THW.
The complete control of a state’s reality without a
physical invasion. Society is trapped in a modern
version of Plato’s cave, where shadow images

replace reality and truth is a manipulative construct.
The state has become the puppet of a foreign
actor, incapable of independently representing its
own interests.

Scenario 4
Fire and ice in the Arctic

An island in the Arctic, part of a demilitarised
area governed by international law, is suddenly
occupied by Russian forces. Weeks earlier, Russia
and China had conducted a large-scale military
exercise in Franz Josef Land in the Arctic Ocean,
testing Arctic operations and the rapid deployment
of troops and equipment. Russia deploys several
ships from its so-called shadow fleet as troop
transports during the occupation and lands around
2,500 soldiers on the island and surrounding smaller
islets. The approximately 2,000 inhabitants of the
region are completely surprised when the Russian
units take control. Immediately after the occupation,
Russia publicly presents Western armaments
— probably captured in Ukraine —, alleged radar
centres, espionage facilities, weapons depots,
barracks and captured soldiers in the uniforms of a
NATO state. The Kremlin explains that by maintaining
a permanent military presence on the Arctic island,
the NATO state has violated the international treaty
that stipulates the demilitarisation of the region.
In addition, Russian fishermen have been illegally
displaced by the coastguard for years. Russia then
unilaterally cancels the treaty, claiming that it had
been forced to act to protect its own national security
and economic interests. Russia also justifies the
occupation with the strategic importance of the
archipelago and the threat it poses to the future
important northern sea route..

The occupation initially causes global
outrage. The affected NATO state begins a partial
mobilisation and asks NATO to invoke Article 5.
NATO initially reacts cautiously, as the Russian
maritime nuclear power plant has also arrived in
port and air strikes on the Russian units could hit
the power plant. The situation puts the alliance to
the test. Whilst the USA is gathering strong naval
forces in the North Sea as a precautionary measure,
the government in Washington is largely showing

restraint. The USA continues to focus on strategic
competition with China, with the majority of its naval
units located in the Pacific and Indian Oceans.
In addition, some member states are calling for a
peaceful solution to the conflict, while pro-Russian
EU and NATO members are taking a hard line
against the state in question and demanding an
official statement over the alleged military presence
on the Arctic islands. The governments of these
states are thus directly following the Russian
narrative of preventive intervention against a
violation of the demilitarisation of the archipelago
codified in international law.

Meanwhile, Russia is relying on a mixture
of propaganda and diplomatic manoeuvres. The
international community appears divided. While
some countries — including Brazil, China and India —
are looking for more neutral positions to prevent an
escalation, the affected NATO state is threatening
to take independent action against Russian troops
on the island in view of the situation and is publicly
fliting with the idea of withdrawing from NATO.
Germany, where the domestic political situation
is strained by acts of sabotage against important
infrastructure and pro-Russian opposition politicians
demand clarification, is also unable to adopt a
clear position. Europe’s political and military ability
to react is being severely tested by the incident.
The situation on the Arctic island remains tense.
Russia gradually strengthens its military presence,
building a naval base and defence facilities. While
diplomats feverishly search for a solution, NATO
and the EU are paralysed in their ability to act for
several weeks, raising doubts about the credibility of
collective defence within NATO. Russia’s strategic
goal in this scenario is to achieve the isolation of
individual states through selective escalation and to
embed the crisis in — albeit contrived — legitimation
under international law in order to generate tensions
within NATO and between NATO and the EU. A
provocation of restraint and disunity within NATO in
the defence of sparsely populated islands or regions
and the resulting internal dissonance help Russia
and indirectly China to demonstrate the fragility of
NATO'’s cohesion.
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Scenario 5
Migration crisis in Finland, the Baltic
states, Poland, Bulgaria and Greece

As part of its geopolitical strategy, Russia pursues
the goal of destabilising the EU and NATO states by
deliberately fuelling social tensions, internal political
crises and conflicts at external borders. One effective
instrument of hybrid warfare is the deliberate triggering
and control of a migration crisis. In this scenario,
Russia is at least indirectly supported by Turkey and
Belarus or favoured by tolerating its measures.

Russia uses targeted disinformation and
infiltration in preparation for exerting influence. False
reports are spread via social networks and state-
controlled media, suggesting an alleged imminent
opening of borders at several of the EU’s external
borders. Pro-Russian actors in Asia, the Middle East
and North Africa are fuelling the idea that the EU is
particularly welcoming, which deliberately triggers
migration movements. At the same time, Turkey
relaxes its border controls and tolerates the increased
transit of migrants while ignoring local smuggling
networks. Refugees, primarily from Gaza, Lebanon
and Syria, are instrumentalised for this purpose.
In cooperation with Belarus, migrants from Turkey
are flown to the borders with Poland, Lithuania and
Finland.

The escalation is caused by a coordinated,
simultaneous wave of migration in Finland, Estonia,
Lithuania, Latvia, Poland, Bulgaria and Greece.
Russian authorities increasingly smuggle in migrants
from Central Asia and the Middle East at the Finnish-
Russian border. Thousands of illegal migrants from
Russia and Belarus are trying to enter the Baltic
states and Poland at several points. At the same time,
pro-Russian minorities and sympathisers within the
countries protest the allegedly inhumane treatment
of migrants. In Poland, the Belarusian border is
destabilised by a massive influx of migrants, while
Russian and Belarusian disinformation portrays the
Polish government as brutal and inhumane in order to
increase domestic and intra-European polarisation. In
Greece, Turkish border authorities increasingly allow
migrants to cross the Aegean Sea and the land route
along the Evros River into Bulgaria, with the aim of
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overstretching border guards and FRONTEX. Russian
disinformation spreads reports of illegal pushbacks by
the Greek authorities to trigger humanitarian outrage.
In the phase of political destabilisation, the hybrid
influence continues to escalate. Media manipulation
by Russian state media and social networks reinforce
the impression that the EU is incapable of dealing
with humanitarian crises.

Russian troll factories operate on social
media to target migrants that Russia itself is
smuggling into the EU. They spread narratives that
portray migrants as a threat to European culture
and security, while at the same time defaming
national countermeasures and EU policies as
weak and incompetent. Videos of criminal acts by
migrants are shared millions of times to achieve
emotional impact on the target audiences. Israel’s
interventions in Gaza and Lebanon are identified
as the cause in order to fuel further anti-Semitism
and mobilise Muslim minorities within the EU
against the governments. The troll campaigns
reinforce social divisions and promote xenophobic
resentment in order to exacerbate domestic
political crises and weaken internal security in the
countries concerned. They also aim to help right-
wing nationalist and Russia-friendly governments
win elections.

Nationalist groups in Poland and Finland use the
situation to mobilise against EU policy. At the same
time, tensions are arising within the EU, as Poland,
Greece and Finland increasingly demand support,
while other member states are reluctant to participate
in burden-sharing. This disunity weakens the
cohesion of the Union and distracts from supporting
Ukraine, increasing its own defence capabilities and
stabilising North Africa and the Middle East.

Another of Russia’s strategic goals is to
exacerbate tensions within NATO. Turkey’s
acquiescence or passive support in the escalation
of the crisis will exacerbate the already existing
tensions, which will impair the military alliance’s
ability to act. Ultimately, Russia pursues several
political goals with this scenario: weakening the
EU through domestic political crises and moral
dilemmas, distracting NATO from Ukraine, promoting
nationalist radicalisation and generally destabilising

the Western alliance. The hybrid tactic of migration
weaponization combines psychological warfare,
disinformation with targeted political provocations
and leads to a complex, widespread crisis scenario
that is difficult to control.

Implications for the Bundeswehr

Both forms of THW pose a profound
challenge to the security of Germany and
Europe. The implications for the Bundeswehr
in the context of the scenarios outlined here
require a comprehensive adaptation and further
development of its capabilities and strategies in
order to effectively counter the diversity of hybrid
threats. One central aspect is the expansion of
reconnaissance capabilities. The Bundeswehr must
invest more in gathering and analysing information
in order to identify hybrid threats at an early stage.
This includes expanding the monitoring of digital
spaces, analysing disinformation campaigns and
detecting physical acts of sabotage. Specialised
cyber and intelligence units and their expansion
play a key role here. An important operational
approach is the establishment of specialised task
forces that are prepared for hybrid operational
situations. These units should cover both physical
and cognitive warfare and should be capable of
defending against and proactively countering
hybrid operations. In addition to military responses,
however, a comprehensive interministerial
approach is required that integrates civilian,
social and technological aspects. The key lies in
prevention, a flexible response capability and close
international cooperation. Cooperation within NATO
and the EU is a decisive factor here. Hybrid threats
require coordinated and integrated responses
on a multinational and multidimensional level.
Coordinated strategies, joint training programmes
and the exchange of information and technologies
between partners are essential in order to be able
to respond flexibly to complex scenarios such as
the destabilisation of the Western Balkans.

Strengthening the resilience of defence-critical
infrastructures is essential. Attacks on undersea
cables or cyberattacks require closer cooperation
with civilian actors and partner institutions. The

Bundeswehr should develop preventive protective
measures and ensure rapid response capabilities
in order to guarantee the functionality of defence-
critical infrastructures in the event of a crisis. The
psychological-cognitive component of THW aims
to manipulate entire societies. Another focus is
therefore on promoting media skills and psychological
resilience among its own personnel. In addition, the
Bundeswehr should promote cooperation with civilian
media platforms in order to strengthen resilience to
disinformation and cognitive warfare. Withdrawing
from social media, as done recently on X, leaves parts
of the information space open to possible counter-
narratives without resistance. Close cooperation
with civil institutions is necessary to promote social
cohesion and trust in democratic processes. This
includes supporting measures to curb polarisation
and disinformation. Only through a holistic approach
can the Bundeswehr sustainably strengthen its
resilience to the diverse challenges of teleological
hybrid warfare.

Institute for Strategy and Foresight and advises the
BMVg on strategically relevant issues of current and
future international policy. His expertise and many
years of experience in research make Konstantinos
Tsetsos a sought-after expert in selected NATO and
EU working groups and research. In this context, Dr.
Tsetsos participates as expert in the NATO Modelling
and Simulation Group 147, the NATO SAS System
Analysis and Studies 171. From 2019 to 2022, he led
the research project Common Operation Picture in
Disaster and Crisis Management for the EDA."

Dr. Konstantinos Tsetsos teaches in the
Intelligence and Security Studies in Berlin and in the
Master International Security Studies in Garmisch-
Partenkirchen. From 2008 to 2020 he was head of the
Model United Nations project group at UniBwM. He is
also regularly active in public relations through lectures.
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Seminar on ‘The War in Ukraine:
Political and Strategic Analysis’.

On Thursday, February 6, at the Terpsichore Hall
of Athens Officers’ Club (LAED), Hellenic National
Defense College held a conference titled “THE
WAR IN UKRAINE: POLITICAL AND STRATEGIC
ANALYSIS.”

The conference, organized by the Hellenic Na-
tional Defence College with the assistance of Pro-
fessor Konstantinos Koliopoulos of the University of
Piraeus HNDC, consisted of two thematic sections.

The first section, titled “The Political HNDC
Framework,” was moderated by Professor Irini Cheila
of the University of Piraeus and .

Speakers in this section were:
- Professor Konstantinos Koliopoulos of the
University of Piraeus, presenting on “The Russian

Worldview and the War in Ukraine.”

In his presentation, Mr. Koliopoulos referred to
the thinking of the Russian political leadership. He

emphasized the view that Ukrainians are essentially
Russians with different regional influences and
cited historical examples of Russia's relations
with other countries. He also examined Russian
nationalism, messianism, and perceived cultural and
geopolitical threats from NATO. He then discussed
the influence of historical figures and ideologies
on Russia’s expansionist policies, concluding with
modern Russian geopolitical strategy that supports

territorial expansion for the unification of Eurasia. He
referred to Russia’s ideology, highlighting Orthodoxy,
authoritarianism, and national identity as key
elements. He stressed Russia’s belief that it is a great
power and guardian of traditional values, explaining
both Putin’s popularity and the decision to invade
Ukraine. Finally, he argued that a defeat of Russia,
although difficult, is in Greece’s interest.

-Professor Charalambos Papasotiriou  of
Panteion University, presenting on “The USA and the
War in Ukraine.”

In his presentation, Mr. Papasotiriou analyzed
the political and diplomatic history of U.S.—Russia
relations, especially after the dissolution of the
Warsaw Pact and NATO’s successive eastward

expansions. Initially with the accession of former
Soviet satellite states, then with the Baltic republics,
and finally with NATO’s stance toward Georgia and
Ukraine. He pointed out the erroneous signals sent
by the American leadership that essentially gave the
green light for intervention in Ukraine. At the same
time, he emphasized Russia’s inability to understand
that NATO would react if it invaded Ukraine. He
concluded that a Trump administration would lead
Russia to negotiations, ending the war with the
annexation of some Ukrainian territories and the
creation of a new “frozen” situation modeled after
Cyprus and Korea.

-Professor Konstantinos Lavdas of Panteion
University, presenting on “The EU and the War in
Ukraine.”

In his presentation, he referred to the lack of a
unified European approach, as the Russia—Ukraine
war has highlighted differences among European
countries and the absence of a common European
strategy. He believes that the differing geopolitical
perspectives and strategic cultures of France and
Germany, as well as interests in the global arms
market, make a common geopolitical path difficult.
He estimated that this conflict will be a critical stage
for Euro-Atlantic relations. He considered it a mistake

that Europe aligned with the American strategy aimed
at weakening Russia. He pointed out that the EU
follows American priorities and emphasized the need
for a stable relationship with Russia for Eurasian
stability. Finally, he stressed that Greece should not
overly identify with prevailing perceptions, as this
does not serve its interests.

The second section, titled **“Strategic Issues
and Their Consequences,”* was moderated by
Professor Konstantinos Koliopoulos of the University
of Piraeus.

Speakers in this section were:

- Professor Irini Cheila of the University of
Piraeus, presenting on “The War in Ukraine and the
Food Crisis.”

She analyzed how the food crisis is acquiring
a strategic character and is now considered a non-
traditional security threat, influenced by the war
in Ukraine. The war has caused fluctuations in the
international financial system, geopolitical and energy
shifts, price increases, and supply chain shortages.
This has led to high levels of malnutrition and food
insecurity, mainly affecting poorer countries. High
dependence on imports and fiscal problems worsen
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the situation, creating an explosive environment in
many countries. The international community is called
upon to take measures to support affected countries.
She believes that the pandemic left a power vacuum
that China and Russia are exploiting to increase their
influence in Africa through trade, investment, and
diplomacy. International organizations such as the
IMF and World Bank are trying to address the crisis
with initiatives and support programs. Food insecurity
will play an important role in future geopolitical
shifts, requiring cooperation from the international
community.

- Dr. loannis Nioutsikos, PhD in War Studies
from King’s College London, presenting on “The
Military Strategy of the War in Ukraine.”

The war in Ukraine is the largest conventional
armed conflict in Europe since World War Il. It is
difficult to study while ongoing but offers useful
conclusions for military strategy. One of the main
lessons is that modern wars tend to be long and
unpredictable. Russia failed in its rapid capture of
Kyiv and resorted to a strategy of attrition. Ukraine
managed to resist effectively and inflict significant
losses on the Russian army. The war in Ukraine has
highlighted the importance of military adaptation.
Both sides are learning and adapting to conditions.
Technology, such as drones, although important,
is not a panacea. People remain decisive, with
command structures and reserves being critical,
while both opponents struggle with recruitment and
have insufficient numbers to break the stalemate.

-Associate Professor Andreas Liaropoulos
of the University of Piraeus, presenting on “Cyber
Operations in the War in Ukraine.”

Analyzing cyberwarfare during ongoing conflicts
like in Ukraine presents particular challenges.
Cyberwarfare includes infrastructure destruction,
data manipulation, and information exploitation.
Cyber operations are often invisible, and their effects
may not be immediately apparent. At the same
time, collateral damage from malicious software use
can be extensive. Attribution is difficult, as it is not
always clear who exactly carried out the attack. The
distinction between war and peace is often blurred in
cyberspace. Cyber operation preparation may begin

years before conventional conflict, creating a state
of constant threat. Cyber operations include data
collection, infrastructure disabling, and disinformation.
Additionally, manipulating public opinion through
social media is a significant aspect of cyberwarfare.
Targets of cyberattacks may include energy and
telecommunications systems.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the conference made clear
that the war in Ukraine has significantly increased
the conflictual nature of international relations.
For better or worse, conflict logic now necessarily
prevails in the thinking of the world’s most powerful
states (USA, China, Russia, even EU countries).
War is no longer “obsolete” or even “unthinkable” as
some analysts claimed in previous decades, but is
now a fully conceivable and terrifying possibility—
even among Great Powers. Threats arise from
everywhere and manifest in various ways, affecting
even countries and nations that may have thought
they could remain uninvolved in conflicts (e.g.,
the food crisis and increased applications of
cyberwarfare). This is especially true for countries
like Greece. In an environment where “hard” power
(military and economic) increasingly imposes its
logic, our country cannot afford illusions about the
nature of international politics.

54th NATO Conference of Com-
mandants (CoC)

From 13 to 17 May 2025, the NATO Defense
College (NDC) and the Hellenic National Defense
College (HNDC) jointly organized the 54th NATO
Conference of Commandants — CoC 25.

Delegations from fifty-seven (57) countries par-
ticipated in this event, including twenty-six (26) NATO
member states, twenty-eight (28) countries within the
Partnership for Peace (PfP) program, and three invit-
ed countries: Brazil, Oman, and Taiwan. In total, one
hundred thirty-eight (138) Senior and High-Ranking
Officers and academics attended.

The Conference works started with an opening
statement by the Chief of the Hellenic National De-
fense General Staff, General Dimitrios Choupis, who
was also honored with the “Distinguished Ancien”

award by the Commandant of the NATO Defense
College, Lieutenant General Max A.L.T. Nielsen.

This year’s theme focused on “Artificial Intelli-
gence (Al) in Higher Military Education.” The program
of lectures included senior military and political NATO
officials, distinguished college professors, high-level
executives from major private companies such as

Microsoft, as well as keynote speakers from HNDC,
including Dr. Georgios Nounesis, Director and Chair-
man of the Board of the National Center for Scientific
Research (NCSR) “Demokritos,” and Dr. Evangelos
Karkaletsis, Director of the Institute of Informatics and
Telecommunications (lIT) of the same institution.

On the second day of the Conference, three (3)
specialized discussion groups were formed, focusing
on key challenges related to Artificial Intelligence:

- Ethical and Legal Concerns

-
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- Technological Integration and Training
- What Do We Teach?

The coordinating responsibility was undertaken
by HNDC faculty and staff.

Day 1
Reports, Lectures and Discussions

The opening day was exclusively dedicated to
the Commandants of the Defense Colleges of NATO
member states.

Main Points from Presentations and Discus-
sions:

- The new strategic environment is character-
ized by complexity, shaped and influenced by emerg-
ing technologies, necessitating cooperation and a
collective approach among stakeholders, particularly
in the field of Cyber Defense.

- The analytical processing of data derived from
training simulations such as “War Games” and the
establishment of standards is critical for enhancing
interoperability and innovation in NATO’s training
processes.

- The importance of understanding the strate-
gic concept of the Alliance regarding Deterrence and
Defence in the Euro-Atlantic Area (DDA) was high-
lighted, which constitutes the foundation for NATO’s
digital transformation.

In summary, the first day featured an analysis of
the areas where NATO has identified the need for in-
tegrating Atrtificial Intelligence and implementing dig-
ital transformation. The Alliance strives to respond to
the rapidly evolving technological landscape through
enhanced cooperation, data utilization, and strategic
awareness within the framework of the DDA strategy,
which underpins its transition to the digital realm.

Day 2
Lectures and Discussion Groups

The second day included all invited Comman-
dants of Defense Colleges, broadening participation
and facilitating the exchange of views.

Main Points from Presentations and Discus-
sions:

- It was emphasized that educational institutions
need to experiment with Artificial Intelligence in cur-
riculum design, war games, simulations, and scenar-
io creation, using modern tools for option comparison
and strategic thinking development.

- Emphasis was placed on training educators
in the use of Al technologies and the importance of
hands-on experience with generative Al applications
to shape strategic educational approaches.

- The need to adapt curricula to developments in
the field was highlighted, through interdisciplinary ap-
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proaches combining Al with cybersecurity, robotics,
and database management, while addressing techni-
cal requirements for implementation.

- Breakout sessions explored critical topics such
as responsibility for decisions made by Al systems,
the need to mitigate bias, ensure privacy protection,
transparency, and fairness in the design and applica-
tion of such technologies.

The second day focused on understanding the
nature and capabilities of generative Artificial Intelli-
gence. The importance of leveraging it in education
was highlighted, with an emphasis on interdiscipli-
nary collaboration, flexibility, and ethical responsi-
bility, to enhance critical thinking and improve deci-
sion-making.

Day 3
Dialogue on Practical Integration of
Artificial Intelligence

The third and final day of the Conference fea-
tured presentations and discussions with the partici-
pation of all invited Commandants.

Main Points from Presentations and Discus-
sions:**

- Presentations focused on analyzing funda-
mental concepts and perspectives surrounding the
use of Artificial Intelligence in military education.

- The possibility of integrating generative Al into
military academies as well as utilizing it outside of
them—for example, in command operations—was
explored to optimize efficiency.

- The need to equip military personnel with es-
sential digital skills related to Al was emphasized to
ensure the correct application of these technologies.

- The creation of a secure and closed digital Al
usage system within the framework of higher military
education was discussed, with emphasis on safe-
guarding security and operational reliability.

- It was underscored that Al brings fundamental
changes to technological approaches, ways of think-
ing, and the transformation of higher military educa-
tion. The integration of these changes must consider
unforeseen costs and potential institutional frame-
work modifications.

Thus, the third day addressed the practical di-
mensions of incorporating generative Al into high-
er-level military education. Responsible design, core
digital competencies, and leadership capable of man-
aging technology were highlighted. Particular impor-
tance was placed on innovation, collaboration, and
institutional adaptability to meet future challenges.

Concluding Statement

Military educational institutions must adapt to
the new technological reality, experimenting with ex-
pert guidance, establishing relationships with the ac-
ademic community and the private sector. Collabora-
tion with companies developing Atrtificial Intelligence
solutions is essential to prepare leaders capable of
effectively meeting the challenges of the future.

At the conclusion of the Conference, the NDC
Commandant announced that the next 55th NATO
Conference of Commandants will take place in Rome
in June 2026.
